Vancouver as a grain port has 
gone over the top and is assured of 
achieving the 16,000,000 bushel ob­
jective set for the 1922-1923 crop 
year, according to statistics issued at 
the Vancouver Merchants Exchange.

Dr. Har- 
fry E. Stewart, of Tale, well known 

a coach and athletic leader, and 
an Instructor in the' department of 
physiotherapy at Tale, developed the 
treatment and used It on Staten Is­
land.

The method consists of the ap­
plication of plates to the chest and 
the back, and the passing of an elec­
trical current through the lungs. 
This Increases the temperature with­
in the lunge and Its beneficial effect 
in pneumonia is said to be In break­
ing up congestion.
