PARIS, Aprll 23——Jo|eph Cailllaux
former premier of France and twice
minister of finance, stands ‘convicted
of having placed his personal polit-
ical ambition during the war higher
than the interests of “the  country.
Caillaux, while escaping conviction
for high treason was found to have
been recklessly imprudent and very
close fo treasonable ambitions for
sich is the interpretation of the ver-
dict of “guilty of commerce and
correspondence with the enemy,”
which was rendered today against h m
by the French senate.

This is the first vierdict of the sort
rendered in any of the Allied coun-
tries since the war began. “commerce
