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A WITH the resignation of Sir Charles
Tupper and tbe assumption of the
Premiership by Mr. Laurier—events
that cannot now be very long delayed
—a new political era shall bave dawn-
ed for Canada. This change is antici-
pated with no little anxiety in com-
mercial and industrial circles. While
in opposition Mr. Laurier has been
most accommodaling in his expres-
sions of opinion on public questicns.
There is scarcely a great question up-
on which he has not pronounced him-
self- in conflicting and contradictory
terms, according to the circumstances
cf tirae, place and audience. His
followers, too, no doubt, in imitation
of their leader, seem not to have con-
sidered themselves bound by any
fixed or definite principles ; but have.
each and all, made such declarations |
as seemed to them bést calculated tc
catch votes in whatever locality they
might find themselves. All this must
vow be changed. The country can-
not be governed by such Will-O’-the
Wisp theories as might suit to secure
votes in this or that locality. Specu-
lation is rife as to who shall be Mr.
Laurier’s colleagues in the Cabinet.
The wise ones, who pretend to know,
say that several men who have not
been elected to Parliament shall have
seats at the council bbard. _ For in-
stance, it is etated that Premier Blair
of New Brunswick and Premier Field-
ing of Nova Scotia, as well as Sir
Oliver Mowat are to be offered port-
folios. No doubt, these men are
amoung the strongest in their party ;
but_‘does it net look a little like
slighting those who have borne the
burden of the day and its heats, to be
passed over in the distribution of the
honors and emoluments, and those
who have watched the strife while en
joying uice fat offices preferred to
them? Those members elect who
expected to be raised to Cabinet rank,
and who now-find themselves thus
left out, must feel that they are
only fit to ngr the brunt of battle;
but .are not worthy to share the re-

wards of victory.

The Grits in a national convention
assembled at Qttawa in 1893, con-
demned the National Policy.

The th Mail Line.

THE Toronto Mail and Empire
furnishes the following informa-
tion regarding the proposed fast
mail service between Canada apd
Great Britain: “Now that the
fast‘A_tla.ntic service is at last a
possibility, the enterprise will
awaken increased interest
throughout the Dominion., From
an Imperial point of view, it is,
after the building *of the Cana-
dian Pacific railway, the most im-
portant work the Dominion has
undertaken. The details of the
scheme have been .carefully
thought out, and it is well that
the public should understand
them as they will be embodied in
the contract. By direction of
parliament the contract will not
be extended over a longer period
than ten years. The contractor
is required to establish by May
1st, 1898, and to maintain during
the continuance of the comtract,
to the satisfaction of the minister
of trade and commerce, a regular
lime of not less than four staunch
and powerful steamers, to per-
form weekly voyages each way
between Canada and Great Bri-
tain. The terminal port in the
United Kingdom to be Liverpool,
or such other port as may be
agreed upon between the govern-
ment of Canada and the contrac-
tor. The steamers to-call, if re-
quired, at an Irish port, to be
specified by the minister of trade
and commerce. The terminal
ports in Canada to be Quebec in
summer and Halifax in winter,
the steamers calling to land and
embark mails at Rimouski or
other point in the Lower St Law-
rence during the season of sum-
mer navigation, if required so to
do by the.minister of trade and
commerce. The -contractor to
have the right, after landing the
mails, to send the steamers on
from Quebec to Montreal in sum-
mer, and from Halifax to St John
in winter, but the steamers are in
no ecase to call at any foreign
port. The goptractor must carry
all mails sent urder the author-
ity of the postmaster-general for
transmission from Canada to the
United Kingdoia and the eontin-
ent of Europe. For the convey-
ance of such mails no remuners-
tion to be required or paid be-
yond the amount of subsidy for
which the ecntraetor undertakes
the service. The vessels employ-
ed must be built under admiralty
supervision, and in {compliance
with the requirements of the im-
perial authorities respeeting arm-
ed craisers, and shall be of not
less tonnage than 8,500 gross re-
gister tons, When on service
they are to maiztain on the round
trip from port to port across the
Atlantic an average ®peed - o
twenty knots an hour. They are
to be constructed of the best ma-
terials, and furnished and sup-
{plied with sufficient fuel, stores
and pmviaiom,‘*ftmﬁe and other

-{things necessary to enable them

to perform the voyage contracted
for, and to secure the safety of
the mails and passengers, and to
be made in all respects first-class
mail and passenger steamers,
equal in equipment to the Teu-
tonic of the V’hite Star line.
Each vessel shall have accommo-
dation for not less than 275 first-
class, 200 seeond-glass and 1,000
steerage passengers, and seating

accommodation - in the dining
sgloon for at least 275 passengers.
ard and

The p._egommodatiop,-
attendance shall be equal to that
given to passengers on fhe best
vessels plying between New
York and Great Britain. Fur-
thermore, the vessels will be re-
guired to be suitably fitted with
cold storage accommodations ade-
quate to the requirements of the
trade, such agcommodation to be
increased from time to time at
the request of the minister of
trade and commerce, as necessity
therefor may be deemed by him
to exist. The contractor must
engage that no discrimination
shall be made by him, his officers
or agents, as regards passenger or
freight rates, either directly or
indirectly, against Canadian rail-
way routes. The econtractor will
be held responsible for the loss or
damage of any parcel or regis-
tered postal packet of any kind
conveyed or tendered for convey-
ance under 'the contract, unless
such loss or damage be canpsed or
occasioned by aet of God, the
Queen’s enemies, pirates, re-
straints of princes, rulers or peo-
ple, jettison, battery, firecollis-
ion, or perils or accidents of the
seas, rivers and abeam,nsvigation,
or l')l any act, neglect -or default
of the pilot, master, mariners or
other servants of the contractor
in or about the navigation of any
mail ship, and in the event of any
such loss or damage except as
aforesaid the contraetors will be
liable to pay to the minister of
trade and commeres in repect of
each parcel or registered postal
packet so lost or damaged, sub-

anks.|ject to the proviso hereinafter

contained, such sum of money as
shall be gqual to the amount
which may have been awarded
and paid hy the minister of trade
and commerce at his sole option
and discretion to the semder or
addressee of such parcel or regis-
tered postal packet as compensa-

ship shall not actually put to sea

and proceed on her voyage at the

appointed tiwe ; a further sum of

£100 for every successive 24

hours which shall elapse before

such a mail ship shall actually

put- to sea and proceed on her

voyage, but so that these sums

shall not in the aggregate exceed

by more than £1,000 the propor-

tionate part of the subsidy appli-

cable to a single voyage. On

each occasion when the contractor
fails to perform a voyage batween
the appointed Canadian and Brit-
ish port within the stipulated
time, there shall be forfeited the
sum of £8 10s. for every hour or
portion of an hour consumed -on
such voyage beyond the stipulat-
ed time, provided always that the
total sum thus forfeited shall not
exceed the proportionate part of
the subsidy applicable to a'single
voyage.”

THE recount . demanded by the
Grits in King’s Oounty, was held in
Georgetown, before Judge Reddin, on
Thursday and Friday last.

‘of, public affairs in the Province of
Quebec were brought about by Mr,
Mercier, Mr. Lauricr’s bosom friend
and bero; and the rescue of the Pro-
vince from this sad condition, by

bonest government, bas been largely
the work of Hon. L. O. Taillon, who
deserved ore grateful treatment
from his Province than that accorded
him on the 23rd of last montb.

A few weeks ago Lord Salisbufy
received and addressed a deputa-
tion from the International Arbi-
tration league. The deputation
was accompanied by Sir John
Mowbray, M, P., and Hon. Philip
Stanhope, M. P.; and M. Cremer
presented to the Government a
memorial which was signed, he
said, by 5,357 of trade and friend-
ly societies. Lord Lalisbury’s
reply, as reported in the London
Times was as follows :

“I am glad to receive this memorial
from you. T hardly need to assure you
that in the minds of Her Majesty’s govern-
ment, as in the minds of all sensible Christ-
ian men, there is the most earnest desire
that where it is possible arbit.ation should
be substitnted for any arbitrament of a
more violent character in the settlement of
national disputes. Opinion on the subject
has hardly rdvaaced a ong the nations of
continertal Europe to a poiut at which any
definite result could a’ present be obtained ;
but matters are more hopeful in the United
States. We have not been, neglecttul of
the subject. We have been in negotiation
with them for several months. Sir John
Mowbray in his rerarks made one reserv-
ation—a reservation which all men who
want to deal with this subject practically
and truthfully should bear in mind—viz.,
that it must be done as far as practicable.
These words gonvey a reservation of an un-
known extent, Qur desire is that the prin-
ciple should be extended so far as consist-
ent with the just rights of those whose in-
trests are committed to our charge. I do
not think that any different view exists
on the side of the United States. But the
details of the subject are numerous, and its
difficulties haye to be approached and
solved one by one, and you' must be impat-
ient if discussions so vastly important—
if they are to succeed in their results—are
conducted with deliberation and circum-
spection, so that no mistake should be
made by which the ultimate trinmph of
this great principle mjght be jeopardized
That is our present position. We are en-
gaged in communication with the United
States, and there is the best feeling in the
matter on both sides, in order that very
important issues which may arise between
the two countries shall so far as possible
be submitted to arbitration, and there is
Fevery hope that we may be able to give
the first instanve to the world .of the.
tripmph of a principle which will* abolish
war more {han anything else can:do. I
can only say thau it is my wish and *aspir-
ation, and these of the government, to
associate ourselves with the society which
you represent in your desire in this matter.
We must bé true’to'the trust we bold and
we must protect the intrest’ of whith we
are the trustees ; but while we are faithful
to this supreme consideration, we earnestly
desire, haye eyery ground for believing
that we shall successfuly attain to 8 more
civilized way of adjusting the differences
chat may arise between great commnnities
than has hitherto preva‘led. I can only
express to you these hopes, and you will
vot ask me to enter into details.”

It will be most intgresting to
obserye how Mr. Laurier will deal
with the tariff question, so as to
bring into harmony the eontradie-
tory pre-election statements of
himself dnd his followers. Sup-
pose, for instance, we take the
coal duties. His declaration for
free coal and free iron were made
much of by the Grit canvassers
in Qotario. In a speech at Sohmer
Park, Montreal, in Febryary 1895,
Mr. Laurier, after declaring that
protection was “the bane and
curse of Canada,” made use of the
following langnage: * Whenever
if, shall please the Government to
consult the electorate, after we
have won our victory—for wé are
going to win the victory—we shall
proceed to modify the tariff with
the sole view of raising the
reyenue—we shall endeavor to
reduce taxstion to & minimum.

Matters Politica’.

The Dominion cabinet had a lengthy
session Saturday afternoon and agsin
on Monday. According to reliable an-
thority, Mr, Laurier is greatly worried
over the political sitnation. He recog-
nizes that the government is not ex-
ceeding its constitutional prerogative
in taking time to wind up business, but
the sooner Premier Tupper and his
ministers get out the better pleased
will be the liberal leader. Not that Mr.
Laaurier is impatient for the cares and
responsibilities of office, but he recog-
niges the inconvenience and hardship
to which thonsands of well-deserying

to be put through the liberal blander-
ing last session and desires to make
amends therefor at as early a date as
possible. Every liberal now realizes
what a mistake was made in not voting
thr.e monthe’ supplies last. session.
The liberals were distinctly warned
what would happen, and were told that
it would be as fair to them as to the
conservatives to allow a portion of the
estimates to pass. - Their excuse in re-
fusing was that if the snpply . bill went
through, the government would hold
on longer and the elections be deferred.
That contingency could, however, have
been avoided by a mutual agreement to
which His Excellency might have been
a party. But no, the liberals were
stubborn and to-day as a consequ:nce,
find themselves hoist with their own
petard. If parliament - were to get
down to businees on July 16th, little in-
convenience to the public service wonld
result through the mon-voting of sup-
plies last session as within a week tem-
porary provision could be made. But
there is no likelihood of parliament be-
ing able to transact business then, even
supposing Mr. Laurier and his cabinet
are installed by next Saturday or‘%y\e\
days from the day for which rlia-
ment i3 summoned. Those whi.are
members 6f the commons will haveént

go back to their constitnencies for re}
election, which means a delsy of iwc\
weeks at the least. It is stated that
the seats of the new ministe ill bs
contested as keenly as conservhtives
know how. Possibly Mr. Laurier
himgelf, as a matter of courtesy, may
be re elected by acclamation, but his
colleagues will have a fight. The pros-
pects are, therefore, that parliament
cannot get down to business much be-
fore August 1lst. Little wonder then
that Mr. Laurier is worried over the
sitnation, and ipstructs his faithful
thenchmen at Ottawa to keep him post-
ed respecting every turn of the political
wheel. The Irish Catholic representa-
tion in Mr. Laurier’s cabine¢ is bound
to be a source of much trouble to the
liberal leader. Mr. Fitzpatrick, of
Quebec, Mr. Devlin of Wright and Mr.
Conmee of Port Arthyr aye aspirants
for the position, but the better class of
liberalg concede that R. W. Scoft
should, be the man, Politics is an un-
grateful game, and after toiling. and
working for the party for twenty
years it looks as if Mr. Scott is to be
dropped. Tom Murray, ex-M. P,
writes a strong letter in the grit Free
Press urging the recognition of Mr.
