BOMB PLOTTERS
IN FIST FIGHTS
* UNDER ARREST

Dr. Scheele Beaten Whey
Lusitania ‘‘Cigars” Didn}
Act; Teuton ‘‘Efficiency”
Not at Its Best in Eig
Liner’s Case

New York, Oct. 22.—German
ficiency was responsible for the fact
that the Lusitania did not go to the
bottom in mid-ocean, carrying with
her every soul on board.

This opiuion is expressed by officials
who are looking into the latest revei.
tions of German plotting brought
light by the arrest of three men in
this city last week.

When the great ship sailed on her
last voyage the German fire bomb
makers had not yet mastered their art.
They were spending much time and
money on the manufacture of instru-
ments that would set vessels afire on

The nine “cigar bombs” wihdch it s
known were placed on the Lusitata

U-Boat Did Bomb’s Work

It was the incompetency of the bomb
makers’ and the failure of the instrw
ments to explode at the proper time
that caused the submarine to take s
hand in the affair.

The bombs that were concealed o
the big boat were not the kind used by
plotters to wreck buildings. They con-
tained no explosive that would causé
a loud report and instant wreckage
They were similar to hundreds which
it has been proved were manufactured
in broad daylight on the decks of the
liner Friedrich der Grosse.

Fach instrument consisted of a piece
of lead pipe, in the middle of which
was a zinc partition. In one end the
malkers used sulphuric acid, capping i
with lead. The other cell contain®
permanganate of potash, which W4
kept in merely by a paraffin seal T¥
time that it would require for the ad
to eat through the zinc and come i
contact with the other ingredients ¥
carefully calculated.
