.An interesting probate decision has 
been rendered in Rochester, in New York 
State. Richard Fryers, a Scotch tavern 
keeper, made a will on the 8th of January, 
1875. He kept the will in his possession, 
and talked about i: to various persons, 
evincing some dissatisfaction with its pro- 
visions. He also made certain erasures, 
which he exhibited to several friends. Fry- 
ers died on July 15, 1876, and when the 
will was offered for probate not only did it 
appear that there were several erasures in 
the body of the instrument, but the name 
of the testator was also erased by a line 
drawn through it. Parties contesting 
« laimed that the erasure of the name made 
the will invalid. It was apparent from the 
evidence that Fryers, when he made the 
erasures, or when the erasures were made 
with his consent and approbation, believed 
t hat such erasures worked a revocation of 
the will to that extent. The Surrogate, 
however, held the will to be valid as orig- 
inally executed, the statute providing that 
"no will in writing, ■ • • nor any part 
thereof, shall be revoked or altered, other

The London correspondent of the Liver- 
pool Courier writes: -An idea has taken 
root largely in London that promises to be- 
come a mania.

It is very 
healthy, having none of the disastrous 
effects of white lead upon the human sy8- 
tem; it dries quickly, requires no varnish, 
has no odour, and is cheaper than other 
paints. The exteriors of buildings should 
be coated with these silicate paints, say the 
sanitary authorities, and the houses would 
then be impervious to rain and damp."
