An Injunction Issued Against the
Strikers, Epjoining Tikem From
Interfering With Business of
Railroads in Chicago=0ver 2,000
Deputies Sworn in to Enforece ii.
Chicago, Ill., July 2.—The crucial point
in the railroad strike will be reached in
twenty-four hours from midnight. This
is the opinion confidently expressed at the
headquarters of the railroad managers at a
late hour to-night. It is likewise the first
expression emanating from the managers
and since the commenc:ment of hostilities
with which the representatives of the strik-
ers are in complete accord. Both elements
are sanguine that the beginning of the end
will be in sight before sundown Tuesday.

The day was more prolific of rumors
and scares than of actual developments.
A feeling of uurest and excitement per-
vaded every section of the commubity.
The railroads were content to allow things
to run along as they had on Saturday
and Sunday, feserving for. to-morrow
the supreme effort to break the back-
bore of the strike. The Federal and
county officials continue to swear in depu-
ties and an atmy of over 2,000 men armed
to the teeth and wearing the insignia of
State authority is subject to orders to-
pight and will doubtless be brought into
servics to-morrow.

The strikiag raiiway employes withir the
jurisdiction of the United States court for
this circuis are contronted to-night by the
strong arm of the law in the shape oxsthe
most sweeping injunction that has ever
been issued from a Kederal Court under
similar conditions. It was drawn by
United States District Attorney Milchrist
and issued by Judges Woods and Grosse
cup. The strikers are enjoined from inter-
fering with or stopping any of the business
of railroads in Chicagc eagaged ascom-
mon carriers of passergers and freight
between States and 1irom interfer-
ing with mail, express or other
trains, whether freigat or passenger,
engaged in inter-state commerce or de-
stroying the property of any of the rail-
roads; from eatering their grounds for the
purpose of siopping traies or interfering
with property; from compeiling or induc-
ing by threats, persuagion or violence any
of the emvployes of said roads to refuse or
fail to perform any of their duties as em-
ployes of such road in conzection with the
inter-state commerce of such railroads or
the carrying of mails, passengers or freight
or attempting to induce by thrests or in-
timidation any of the employes of such
roads @pgaged in inter-state business or op-
eration-of mail trains to leave the service
of such roads or preventing any ‘persons
j from eatering the service of such roads.
< From now on the railway officials - will
adopt coercive measurss, for the strike
situation to-night i3 worse than a§ any
previous time. By coercive mea-
sures the managers of the rail-
ways mean that they will simply de-
cline to do anything. They will ne:
accept freignt of any description, and with
the withdrawal of passenger trains they
will simply force the United States Gov-
ernment to interfere and afford them pro-
tection as soon as they can get train hands
to take the places of the strikers. That
the Managers’ Association is out for blood
is evidenced by the fact that they are in
constant communication with eastern labor
bureaus,and arrangements have been made,
they say, for the importation of from 1,500
to 2,000 men daily for railroad work in
Chicago.

The news from various roads 'in and
about the city, as summed up by the
general managers, who .are in ‘close tele-
graphic communication with &ll liaes, is
briefly as follows: —The Illinois Central
and the Rock Island Road are in the worst
straits.  Rioting has been generzl along
both lines,with the principal battle grouad
at Blue Island. On the latter road some
500 deputy-marshals and deputy-sheriffs
were sir*ply powerless in the hands of
2,000 strikers and sympathizers. = They
were disarmed this afteruoon and forced to
flee for their lives, and U. S. Marshal
Arnold was severely pounded and
maltreated. Nomne of the inhabitants
will furnish food to the deputies,
and there is a demand for troops
of any description. = The strikers
have plsced a car across the track
aud have no respect for the injunction
granted to-day. Late to-night Marshal
Arnold telegraphed to ‘the United States
Attorney-General for the 15th Infantry
stationed at Fort Sheridan.  All the night
suburban trains of the Wisconsin Central
and Chicago and Northern Pacific were
abandoned. @ The Michigan Central is
having serious trouble over the employ-
ment of new men, as the eangineers and
firemen refuse to work with them., No
freight has been moved over the Caicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul to-day, Passenger
trains have been moved oa time, but the
suburban service is delayed. = The office
force of the road has been discharged. All
the passenger trains on the Baltimore &
Ohio, with full equipment, went out on
time, but taree engines and cabooses were
stalled at 21st street, The suburban and
funeral trains on the Chicago & Grand
Trunk have Dbeen abandoned. The
Santa Fe is working its freight
handlers in the yards under protec-
tion of United States marshals. No
pesishable freight is received. The main
trouble is in the west, The shops at
Topeka have been shut up in anticipstion
of a strikze. The Chicago and Calumet
terminals are tied up and no attempt to
operate is being made. Strikers have
been storeing the Wabash trains out of
the city and the road is not attempting to
handle any freight, Trains are tied up at
Decatur.
