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A Near-By Treasure Honée in Mount
Sicker—Canadian Smelters for
Canadian Ore. . .

Kamloops to the Fore—Gold Find
in Ainsworth Camp—Five
Months’ Production.

A small piece of almost solid mineral,
running in value, according to assays,
$6 in silver, $14 in gold and about $17 in |
copper, was exhibited by a prospector
on the Hudson’s Bay wharf last even-
ing, just before his departure for the
Sound. The guartz came from a claim
not fifty miles away, situated on Mount
Sicker, which mountain  is now staked
from base to summit, according. to the
testimony of the bearer of the specimen.

Mount Bicker faces the E, &. N. rail-4
way at Westholme, and extends for
some five miles in the direction of
Chemainus river. The particular claim’
from Wwhich the' well-mineralized speci-
men comes is the Le Nora, a property
located one year ago, when a horse _trail
was built in to it and: something like
$1,000 worth of development work done.
This year a new lead has been discover-.
ed, which promises to be a fortune to
the finder.

This lead is about 80 feet in width
and extends on the surface for 40 feet,
at an elevation of 50 feet for every hun-
dred, working up the slope of the moun-
tain side. A break in the formatson ex-
poses a 60-foot facing of the ore body,
and a tunnel could be drifted in at the

‘lowest level and the ore literally quar-
ried out——making it a shipping proposi-
tion from the ‘‘grassroots down,”’ to
adopt the prospector’s phraseology.

Figuring the ore body at 400 feet in
length, 200 feet deep, and 15 feet wide
(this being only half the exposed width),
there is about $5,000,000 worth of ore in
sight.

The only feature lacking of a paying
mine is 8aid to be a road to thelead, and
this, it is urged, would not involve any
great expense in construction. It need
not be more than four miles long, from
the end of the road now in use to the
base of the mountain, and the settlers
and prospectors in the -district are
naturally very ‘desirous that the road
should be taken in hand by the govern-
ment without delay.

During the last three months thére
have been from twenty to thirty men on
the mountain continuously, and three
camps are at present in full blast sink-
ing on prospects from which assays as
high as $32 have been obtained.  The
Leona, an adjoining claim to the Le
Nora, has a shaft down 22 feet ; the Belle
has sunk two 15-foot shafts; the Alice
has two, each with a depth of 12 feet;
the Pioneer shaft is down 16 feet; and
the Golden Queen people have gone
down 18 feet.  These properties were all

worked on last season, and are being
actively opened, up this.apring.,

There are agreat many siwashes wash-
ing gold along the Fraser, They use the
old-fashioned rocker, but one store-
keeper is credited with having pur-
chased $10,000 worth of gold from them
this spring.

The Athabasca mine, on Toad Moun-
tain, will be shipping its ore to the Hall
Mines smelter in a few days. There are
200 tons of ore on the dump, which gives
assays of between $200 and $300, and.the
outlook is that the mine will be a
famous one.

steamship Danube when she sailed for
Northern ‘ports last evening was a ship-
ment of 2,000 cases: of salmon tins for
the Carlisle Canning Company, on the
Skeena, that will attract. world-wide at-
tention in another year. For long a real
.or fancied.objection to.the.ordinary tin
in use has been that its metallic effects
on the salmon are injurious to'the fish
preserved, and also tends to discolor the
fish. . Looking at the objections from a
business standpoint and with a view of

overcoming them, the Carlisle people ex-
perimented last year in the direction of
‘providing & new- kind. of receptacle for
preserving the fish. They invented what
1e now known ‘as the patent porcelain-
lined tin and packed some ten or twelve
cases of these for the market. The re-
sult was so gratifying that the company
has felt warranted in going extensively
into the new method of canning this
year, and ‘althoug the venture involves

considerably greater expense it is calcu-

lated that prices can be obtained in ad-

vance of any heretofore raling or that
they will be far enough ahead of the

average quotations to cover any addi-

tional cost. The new receptacle is a
very neat device. A small earthen pot
sits inside a tin° held so firmly

in place that the covering of the inner
receptacle is held tight by means of the

covering of the outer one. When pre-

paring it for use the tin is removed by
means of a key such as is in common use
and the pot placed on the table without

Copies of the Ottawa pamphlet de-
scribing the scheme in its entirety had
been thoroughly distributed throughout
Vancouver Island, and letters had been
written to the clergy especially solicit-
iug their aid and asking them to name a
suitable time for the taking up of collec-
tions in their respective churches in aid
of the fund. The co-operation of the
secret societies had been enlisted,
and subscription cards placed in
the -banks and promident ' business
houses for the conwenience.¢f intending
subscribers. A number of books- re-
ceived from the central committee had
also been transferred to the local treas-
urer; these will be properly certified
and endorsed, to vouch for the collectors
in whose hande they may be placed and
give every confidence to the publie, and
any lady or gentleman desirous of assist-
ing the project by personal collection in
its behalf may secure the necessary docu-
ments on applieation to Mr. Gailetly.

It ie altogether probable that collec-
tions in aid of the fund will be taken up
on Sunday, the 20th instant, in the
majority of the ¢ity and:district churches
—St Andrew’s and Christ church cath-
edrals having set the example in this
respect—while the public schools will
also play their part in contributing. In
the city schools, Friday of next week
will be set apart for the taking of the
children’s contributions, while one week
later will see similar collections made
up in the rural districts..

THE WAR EAGLE MINE.

ToroxTo, May 31.—(Special) — The
first shareholders’ meeting of the War
Eagle Mining Company was held here
to-day with a. large attendance. The
financial statement for the four months
ending April 30 showed expenses of $43,-
043, while the proceeds from ore gales
were $40,625.29 and transfer fees $116.

The directors observed that rates for
freight and treatment now average $10:
per ton, while the Crow’s Nest
railway will reduce this at least $2.
8o far an average of twenty-eight tons-
only is being raised, and only develop-
ment work is being done. The directors

roposed that the policy to be pursued

that of development alone, limiting
production to 25 to 30 tons per day until
the railway is built, if it is decided to
start it at once, 8o as to be ready to take
advantage of the lower rates. Some
shareholders favored increasing the-
production to 160 tons daily so as
to pay monthly dividends, but the
repQrt was adopted. The position.of the
directorate is that to smelt 100:tons daily
would be to lose $250 daily owing to high
charges, while if the Crow’s Nest Pass
road is run through, a number of smelt-
ers would be started and theeompany be
in a position either to build a smelter to
treat its own and other ores, or to con-
tract with some independent smelter at
better rates.
