“This government saw a difficulty as 
to the acceptance of these proposals by 
the people and legislature of the Trans­
vaal, and also contemplated possible 
dangers connected therewith, but risked 
them on account of a sincere desire to 
secure peace, and because assured by 
Mr. Chamberlain that such proposals 
would not be deemed a refusal of his 
proposal, but would be settled on their 
merits.

“ As regards the joint commission, the 
Transvaal adheres to the acceptance of 
the invitation thereunto given by Her 
Majesty’s government and cannot under­
stand why such a commission, which be­
fore was deemed necessary to explain 
the complicated details of the 
years’ law should now be deemed un­
necessary, and why it should now, with­
out each inquiry, be thought possible to 
declare this law inadequate.

“ Further, there must be a misappre­
hension if it be assumed that this 
government was prepared to lay pro­
posals for a five years’ franchise and a 
quarter representation of the new popu­
lation before the volksraad for uncondi­
tional acceptance. As to the language, 
this government never made any’ offer 
such as is referred to, considering as it 
did such a measure both unnecessary 
end undesirable.

“ The proposed conference, as distinct 
from the joint commission of inquiry, 
this government is likewise not unwilling 
to enter upon, but the difficulty is that 
an acceptance thereof is made dependent 
upon the acceptance, on the side of the 
Transvaal, of precedent conditions 
which this government does not feel at 
liberty te submit to the volksraad, and 
moreover, the subjects to be discussed at 
the conference remain undefined.

" This government ardently desires 
and gladly accepts arbitration, as its 
firm intention is to adhere to the terms 
of the London convention of 1884.”

The despatch concludes by trusting 
that the British government on recon­
sideration may deem it fit to make more 
generous or new proposals, but that this 
government will “ adhere to Great Brit­
ain's proposal for a joint commission of 
inquiry, as previously explained by the 
secretary of state for the colonies to the 
Imperial parliament.”

THE PHILIPPINE TROUBLE.

Aguinaldo Tired of Feeding Prisoners—
Another Waste of Ammunition —

Washington, Sept. 19.—To-day’s cabi­
net meeting lasted longer than usual. 
The cable of General Otis informing 
the Secretary of War that at Aguinaldo’s 
request, one of his representatives would 
be allowed through the Americfan lines 
to confer with General Otis regarding the 
release of American prisoners, was dis­
cussed at some length.

Three of the cabinet agreed in the 
opinion that too much signihcance should 
not be attached to Aguinaldo’s proposal. 
Secretary Root said that so many simi­
lar conferences in the (last had come to 
naught that he doubted very much 
whether this one meant anything to­
wards the establishment of peace and 
good order in the islands.

The navy department has received the 
following cablegram from Admiral Wat­
son, dated Manila, September 13: “Da­
vison, on the Paraguay, had sharp en­
gagement on the 14th at San Fabien, 
Lyngayen Gulf, with abolit 300 insur­
gents heavily entrenched, at a distance of 
from 1100 to 700 yards.

London, Sept. 19—It is announced 
this evening that the British first-class 
protected cruisers Terrible and Powerful 
have-been ordered to the Cape. They 
have reliefs on board capable of forming 
a naval brigade of a thousand men.

The steamer Jelungawi takes 500 
troops bound for Natal to-morrow, and 
she will embark a rifle brigade at the 
Island of Crete for the Cape.
Itoyal West Sussex regiment left to-day 
lor Malta, where it will replace the first 
border regiment, which goes by the 
steamer to Natal.

Summonses were issued late this after­
noon for a cabinet council, which it is 
understood will be held on Friday. This 
is regarded as the result of a visit of 
Lord Salisbury to London, whence he 
came this afternoon, remaining at the 
foreign office from 4:30 to 6:20 p. an., and 
conferring with Mr. Chamberlain.

The lack of all excitement in official 
circles shows the deliberate manner in 
which the highest officials are handling 
the crisis. Nor is it by any means cer­
tain that the cabinet council will adopt 
extreme measures, in spite of the 
compromising nature of the Boer reply. 
This deliberation on the part of the gov­
ernment is interpreted not only in Lon­
don, but in other European capitals, 
desire on the part of Great Britain to 
sain time while the transports are hurry­
ing to Cape Colony.

ADIBONDACKS FIRE-SWEPT.
Witnesses

circulars representing that the recipients 
had fallen heir to estates in various 
places in Europe, Howard under the 
name of E. Ross, manager of the Euro­
pean claims agency, obtained remittances 
of $25 from many of his victims, on the 
pretext that he would prosecute their 
claims to the estate. Subsequently 
operating from London under the name 
of William Lord Moore, Howard repre­
sented to his correspondents that Ross 
had died, and in hundreds of instances 
he obtained another remittance of $25 
each. Returning to New York, Howard 
sent out fraudulent decrees purporting 
to emanate from a 
chancery. ^
Joseph Leger, the name Howard was 
then using, to issue possession papers in 
each case to persons entitled to the 
estates under the decrees on the pay­
ment by them of $25 taxes due. This 
scheme netted Howard thousands of 
dollars.

Early in. 1894 Howard was convicted, 
fined $1,200 and sent to the Ohio peni­
tentiary for nine years and one month. 
Since his escape he has been operating 
in the West, his victims principally re* 
aiding in Great Britain. He is regarded 
by the postal authorities as one of the 
most dangerqus confidence men and 
swindlers in the country.

Dry Weather Has Caused Great Havoc 
— Whole Populace Fighting 

the Flames.

Albany, N. Y., Sept. 19.—The protract- 
ed dry weather has caused the forest 
fires in the Adirondacks, which have 
been smouldering, to start up afresh, and 
they are increasing rapidly in the north­
ern part of the woods. The flames have 
been under control by a cordon of men, 
under the superintendeucy of the local 
fire warden. A threatening blaze is re­
ported at Brant Lake, and the town of 
Hooricon and numerous small fires have 
started in the Red Horse chain of lakes.
