Caracas, ‘Dec. 17.—The indications
here are that Venezuela will yield to the
demands of the allies.

Holding That Legislature Can
Refuse the Franchise to
Oﬂental.f».

Being Naturalized British Sub.
jects Does Not Give Them:
Right to Vote.

Vancouver, Dec. 17.—According
decision of the Imperial Privy gcfﬁui:ﬁ
received today the provineial government
can refuse the franchise to Japanese.

'omey Homma, a Japanese resident in
1V{1ncouver, became naturalized and ap-
plied yto.have his name placed on tne
voters’ list. ‘This application was re-
fused. 'Homma appea.ed to the Supreme
court, and the then late Chief Justice
MdColl ordered Homma’s name to be put
on the list. An appeal was then taken
to the,FulI court by the Attorney-Gen-
eral. The Full court sustained the late
Chief Justice. ‘The case was then tak-
en to.the Privy council, with the resuit
mgntxone_d. . The London cable says:

“The judicial committee of the Privy
council today allowed the appeal of the
Collector of Voters’ Lists for the elec-
torial district of Vancouver city and the
Attorney-General of British Columbia
V. Tomey Homma and the Attorney-
iGeneral of the Dominion, each party to
Ppay edsts. The judgment, now reversed,
is that of the British Columbia Supreme
court of March 9, 1901.”

This case has been of great import-
ance to the province, dealing as'it dees
with the right of the British Colum-
bla' legislature to refuse the franchise to
[Chinese and Japanese. -The section in
the act under which the Vancouver coj-
lector of votes declined to place Tom-
ey Homma’s name on the voters’ list
reads: .

“No Chinaman, Japanese or Indian
shall have his name placed on the regis-
ter of voters for any' electoral district
or be entitled to vote at any  election.
‘Any collector, of votes who shall insert
the name of any Chinaman, Japanese or
Indian on any such register shall, upon
summary conviction thereof, before any
justice of the peace, be liable to a pen-
alty not exceeding $50.”

The term Japanese applies to those
naturalized as well as aliens.

(Homma appealed from the collector’s
decision to the courts and the late Chief
Justice McColl ordered his name placed
on the list.

Pherson was chosen as the Liberal can-
didate for the forthcoming by-election
in Burrard, at a convention called for
the purpose tonight. There were three
nominees, R. McPherson, J. Web-
ster and D. Grant.
