I never hoped to see so much
gold, and now I have seen the richest
surface showing in the world. Noth-
ing more in the yellow gdld line will
ever surprise me,” This, in effect, is
the way Mr. .

quartz can be seen from the railway,
where it juts out three or four feet
from the country rock.

Steamers of
eighteen inches draft can: reach there
during the favordble stages of water in
the summer. A post of the Hudson’s
Bay Company was located at Pelly
Banks, a little above Hoole canyon, in
the first half of the last century, and
abandoned in 1850. Another trading post
was located farther to the south on the
same line of travel. No gold discoveries
were made in the district in early days.
The alleged new strike was twenty-one
miles above Hoole canyon. Bob Hender-
son was up in the Pelly a year ago. He
went on the steamer La France, the
first steamer to ascend the stream for
rears. A trading post was established
on that trip, some distance below Hoole
eanyon, and is known as Smith’s post.
The trade depended oun then was chiefly
from prospectors, Indians and‘trappers.
Many men trapped in the ne’fgnborl_mogi
during the winter and prospected inci-
dentally.

This summer Henderson went up the
Pelly on the Crimmin, the first boat to
ascend the stream this year. He took
with him a large flume hose and hy-
draulic outfit.

Repetition of Barbarities And
Outrages Perpetrated on
the Insurgents.

Despatch of French Squadron
to Levant Will Cause Others
to Follow.

London, Sept. 12.—The Powers are
evidently still exerting pressure, both at
Constantinople and Nofia, to avert a
Turko-Bulgarian war, apparently : with
some temporary success, but meantime
an increasingly terrible xaie of atrogcities
committed- in Maceaonia shows the
situation is daily becoming avated.
‘The news that a French squadron is go-
ing to the Levant is also cousidered om-
inous, and this step by the French gov-
ernment will probably be followed by
similar action on the part of other Pow-
ers.

The Turkish embassy in London, in
its denial issued daily of Turkish atroci-
ties, today declares it to be ‘“absolute-
ly false that Ottoman troops are burn-
ing villages, the truth being that it is
the Bulgarians, who, at the approach of
troops, use explosives to burn the vil-
lages before leaving them, and then ac-
cuse the Turkish troops of such abomin-
able deeds.”

{The same communication says that
there were only eight persons killed and
fifteen wounded in the affair at Bey-
rout, and that many fugitives to the
Lebanon are returning to their homes.

The officials of the German embassy
here today informed the Associated
Press that there was mno truth in the
statement made by the Constantinople
correspondent of the London Standard
that there was reason to believe that
Germany was encouraging Turkey to
rigorously suppress the Macedonian in-
surrection, without regard for Xuropean
remonstrances,

Sofia, Sept. 11.—The revolutionary
headquarters here ' has received from
Burgas news of fearful atrocities com-
mitted by the Turkish and Albanian
soldiers in the vilayet of Adrianople.

NEWS OF THE
ARMY AND NAVY
H. M. 8. Iphigenia---New Local

Appointment May Mean In-
creased Fortifications.

i

London, Aug. 29.—It is understood
that H. M. S. Amphion, Captain John
Casement, now on her long homeward
voyage of 14,050 miles, will be replaced |
on tne Pacuic station by the second-|
class cruiser  Iphigenia, which is tem-
porarily in commission for the annual
naval manoeuvres which have just con-
cluded.- The Iphigenia is a smaller
cruiser than the Amphion, has a less
powerful armament, but is swifter by
nearly four kuoots per hour. Tne chief
dimensions of the Iphigenia, which is of
the ‘“Apollo” class, are : Length, 300
feet; beam, 43 feet 8 inches; draught,
17 feet 6 ipches; displacement, 3,600
tons, or 700 geSS than the Amphion. The
Iphigenia is a mucl newer vessel, and
in many ways is better fitted for the
Pacific. She was built on the Clyde in
1891, costing then £131,879. Her arma-
ment consists of two 6-inch quick-fir.ng
guns, mounted fore and aft in armored
casemotes; six 4.7-inch  quick-firers,
three on each broadside; eight G-pound-
ers, one 3-pounder, four machine guns
and the usual torpedo equipment with
two launch tubes. The gun positions
are protected by 4 1-2-inch armor, and
the engines (whlich are of 9,000 horse-
power), boilers, magazines, ete.. are se-
cured under a steel deck which runs
along the entire length of the cruiser.
This protective deck is from one to two
inches in thickness and is suppesed to
he proof to ordinary verfical fire, The
Iphigenia is rizged with two maste, has
two funnels, and; on a p'nech, can steam
to nearly 20 knots per kour. Her cgal
bunkers have a capacity of 400 tons. on
which supply she iz able to steam 8,004
knets at 10-knot speed. Her comple-
ment, when fully manned, is 273 of all
ranks. Two of her sisters, the Retribu-
tion and the Indefatigable, are on the
North America and West Indies sta-
tion, and two others, the Spartan and
Sirius, are with the China fleet 5

‘The appointment of. Lieut.-Col, Wil
liam Gurdon, a ginner officer, to the
command of the troops at Esquima.t,
confirms the impression that the artil-
lery is to.be increased in the forts pro-
tecting that base. With the reduction
of the naval squadron, certainly Esqui-
malt calis for a stronger garrison than
a company of, artillery anrd a company
of Royal Engineers and a half compauy
of sub-marine miners.

Battle Creek, Mich., Sept. 14.—To-
day’s mail brought sorrowful news to
three employees of tne Battle Creek
lron 'Works. Philip I'riffern was noti-
fied that two. brothers and their chil-
dren had been murdered in Turkish
Macedonia. 8. Iorty was informed
that both his sons were murdered, and
M. Shealeazer tiat his two sons and
uncle were killed. The letter says ten
thousand soldiers attacked a vi.lige of
2,000, murdering all but one hundred,
and leaving only ten buidings stand-
ing.

Bucharest, Roumania, Sept. 14.—The
university students, at a meeting here
yesterday, protested against the atroci-
ties performed by the revolutionary
bands and the Turkish troops upon Rou-
mania.
