(many of '3«.) with apparently mone :(
the modesty or quiet .demeanor which; i
they only knew it. would be their chief
charm  Of course here they meet all sorts
of acquaintances who are not very particu-
lar as'to what kind of attentions they puy
to young women whom they meet in-snch
» places. Will girls never learn that when ey
make themselves chieap and eommon t ey
are valued as such ? Men never yslue what
is easily attained. That is human nature
snd always will be. And if these youny
women only h the opinions abeut,
themselves which the young men whom they
meet in these mixed gltheglnm give perhaps
thev would not feel flsttered:  Again, see
the crowds of voung wamen who daily,
almost, attend the matinees in the theatres,
dressed expensively and extravagan tly for
their means® and . Position in " life,
many of themn being  the daughters
of ~hard-working fathers, who are
toiling from morn till night to support
these would-be fashion plates in idleness,
Now and again complaints are made in onr
daily papers that young meu won’t marry,
Is it any wonder? Whag have they to
marry ? Certainly not women, becuuse the
lens D2 piafio playing, theatre
going, skating doll cannot claim the name
of woman. Her chief aim in life seems to
be to capture some uunfortunate man and
then permit him to engage a servant to
attend her, and oftentimes bring home to
him s sister or two to support by way of
making him pay for the valusble gift of her
gnciuu self which she has bestowed unon
im. Better a man had never been born
than be tied to such s millstone for life
The bible tells us that woman was
made to be a helpmate for man.
How many of thema are such and fulfil their
nataral obligation. Look at the lists of
servants wanted in our city every day, and
sce by that what many of our women are
woi'th, many of them not willing to wash a
dish \2r sweep a floor, though their husbands
toil ha,"d outside to keep them in ease at
home. If they wonld do something in
their own hcnses and exercise themselves
instead of lolling around the house, a bur-
den to themselves aod to all around them,
they would have less doctors’ bills to pay.
It used to be understood that when a man
married his wife would do all she could to
assist him to rise in the world, and to attain
a eompetence for old age.  This she could
do by good and careful management of his
finances, and by economical honaekem-pin%.
Isit sonew? Do women teke a pride in
being good housekeepers, and does it make
any girl or womsan less a lady, or rob her
of any refinement if she be able and willing
to fulfil all her home duties, and be her own
housekeeper in the fullest sense of the word?
‘We think not. There are some mothers
whe are perfect in all this, and some daugh-
ters of such mothers, but, alas! they are
few and not at all conspicuous. Who is to
blame for the uselessness and incompetency
of our girls ? Their mothers? None else.
Napoleon said *‘ France wanted mothers.”
But our girls want them even more.
Daughters are dressed up at an
early age like fashioa plates, with ribbons,
banged hair and showy jewelry, each one
vieing with the other about their dress,
:allowed to walk the streets after dark and
attend night amusements whenever they
Yike. They are taught no housework lest
vhey should ‘spoil their hands, thus making
it ~vme of them that ‘‘ they toil not, neither
do siey spin.” How many of our girls can
cook a dinner properly, make, mend or wash
their owrr clothes, or nurse the sick, or
converse in‘telligently or cleverly upon the
subjects of the day? Few, vety few, Mr
Editor, and I &now whereuf I speak.
When mothers apply (as some of them
have done) to our magistrate for admission
for their daughters to the reformatery,
whose'is the fault? The mothers say they
cannot control them. What a humiliating
confession -of imeompetenced It is utter

" nonsense for any woman to say she cannot

r daughter. Why not, if she
oon'tzl inh:ime!mAnd it she does not rule
and control in time, what a bitter harvest
she surely reaps, and what a sin she has to
.answer for ! It is to jthis waut of home
raining that we have full infants’ homes,
and Magdalen asylums and prison gate
missions, and this is why we have so many
.eases of malpractice and geoorda of tgmbl’e
-deaths and ear'y destruction. Last winter's
papers_$old_the detective’s story . of.girls
frequenting honses of ill repute and coming
bome at early hours, their parents knowing
nothing aboat their doings.  All the dan-
;gers they meet with could be -ypnded vy
ikeeping them in the house at nights, and
iteaching and compelling them if need be to
~do womething for their daily bread. And if
they are thus trained we can say they are
safe, It is the utter and complete ruin of
girls to give them so much of their own
way and ~low them to be their own mis-
tresged, and *‘a law unto themselves.”” Few
