This toa man who has been a
voter for. 20 or 30 years |[is cer
tainly _irritating. ‘Thers, were numer-
ous such cases yesterday, and consequently
there were lots of exciting interviews between
deputy returning officers and disfranchised
electors. The elector then transferred his
grievance to the sidewalk and subsequently
to the ity Clerk’s office. Mr. Blevins had a

Insult Suffrage,

«Manhood suffrage,” said another with &
snort. *I should say it is manhood sufl-
rage. 1 hbave suffered more insults under 1t
than under any other form of the franchise.”

One of the saddest features of the day
was when the aunexation candidate came to
the front to vote for himself. He was in-
formed that he was not on the list. Ner-
vous people who were present put their fing-
ers in t.geir ears. in anticipation of an
explosion. But this wasa case where words
were futile, No language could express the
sonse of wrong which overwhelmed the an-
pexation candidate. He simply grew ghastly
pale and ground his teeth, while his hair
curled and crackled as if under the influence
of & thousand curling tougs. This circum-
stance will explain why the figures are 172
instead of 178.

Many old-timers found themselves disfran-
chised. Elijah Westman, who has been vot-
ing on the same property for 20 years, found
he had no vots.  Peter. Ryan' tendered his
vote and was refused. ' William Crocker, 8
young but experienced , ‘found- he
wasn't in it,
mentionéd. So many complaints of the
omission of the npames of old
residents came in that Clerk Blevins
at length conceived a horrible suspicion that
be might be lett off himself. He was over-
joyed when be consulted the St. David’s
JWard book to find that he had escaped the
decimation.

Quite a number did not vote for this rea-
son, They left their residences before the
opening of the booths, and as they could not
vote at any booth but that assigfied for
their residences they refused to journey back
again to exercise their franchise.

Expensive Voting.

The vote at many of the booths was very
light—lighter than éver known before. In-
deed it is said that at one booth, No. 4 St.
George’s,-there was but one voter on the list
and he voted. It cost about $15 or $17_to
register that man's vote—that is $6 for the
man who asked him his name, $2 for the one
that wrote it down, $1 for the constable who
kept him in . order and seven or
eight dollars for the rent of the
booth to shelter him from the sun, and then
the misguided man_voted for Bigelow. At
8¢, George's | No.. 1 but two votes were poll-
ed, at St. James’ No. 4, four votes; at St.
Lawrence No. 1, none; at St. Lawrence No.
4, two; at 8t. Lawrence No 5, three. The
largest vote polled was at No. 27 St
Stephen’s, where 115§votes were polled, 96 of
them for Bigelow. It must be ad-
mitted that the figures on the refurns that
reached the press committee room were not
very plain, the figure that was taken for
nine looking as much like two.

Miss Rounsevell’s Story of Her Cou hip
—She Promised to Marry ve
Her His Murdered Wife's Ring and

“One Which He Stole —Also ed

MzerpourNe, April 29.—The trial of
Frederick Bailey Deeming, alias Williams,
for the murder of his wife at Windsor; was
continued here to-day. Yo

The court room, as on every occasion
when Deeming has been arraigned, was
crowded. There has never been a trial in
this city that hasexcited such intense popu-
lar interest, and everybody is desirous of
once at least gazing upon the prisoner.

The prisoner was silent and downcasc.
Several witnesses were called by the prose-
cution, and they all testified to quarrels
that had occurred between Deeming and his
wife while they were living at Windsor.

The mosé interesting witness was | Miss
Kate Rounsevell, to whom Deeming, who
had then assumed the name of Baron Bwan-
ston, was engaged to be married, and who
was upon the point of joining him in the
Sm:hdem Cross gold flelds when he was ar-
rested. ‘

When Miss Rounsevell went into the box
the audience leaned forward in expectation
to hear every ward. ' She narrated the
story of how she met Deeming
traveling from Adeiaide to Sydney ou
board the steamer Adelaide, which called’
at Melbonrne on Jan, 12. * After the | vessel
left Melbourne she was sitting in the
saloon when a gentleman who was passing
stopped and asked her whether she felt
sick. She replied /in the negative, The
same gentleman subsequently asked her to
join in a game of Wwhist, introducing him-
self as Baron Swanston. She consented,
and in this manner an acquaintance was
formed.

“At the same time he wore a mustache,”
Miss Rounsevell continued. ‘‘Next day he
asked me if I intended to stay at Sydney.
1 said no, that | was going to join my sister
at Bathurst.

“He then said that
he was going that
way and would
branch off and stop
at Bathurst, too. He
explained that he
was an engineer and
had only - recently
come out from Eng-
land.
