With
such competition no live wide-awake railway
manager is going to leave anything undone
which will add to the attractions of his line,
or help to convince the travelling public that
his particular railway is the one to patronize.
The one who would do otherwise in these
times would soon find himself out of a job.
There is nothing imental about busi
Whatever course the cold logic of facts dic-
tates is the one which must be followed, no
matter what may be its effect upon certain
private interests or particular localities.
Time seems to be the one element of first
importance to the travelling public just now.
Other things being at all equal, the company
which can land its passengers at their jour-
ney’s end in the shortest possible time is the
one whizh gets the most patronage. In no
_way has this been so marked during recent
years as in the efforts being made by the
various Aclantic steamers to reduce the time
of the ocean voyage: and it was mainly with
this incentive that the Canadian parliament
at its last session voted a subsidy of three
quarters of a million dollars a year to assist
in establishing another and faster line of
steamers than any now crossing the Atlantic.
And if there were nqother reasons than that
of reducing the time of the journey from
this province to New Brunswick or the upper
provinces, the Dominion Atlantic people
would in that one point alone have ample
reason for making the change in. terminus.

tising the many advantages of this province
as a summer resort, and helping to attracr
thitherward the immense volume of summer
travel which has visited this province of late
and in many other ways the Dominion At-
lantic, under its present energetic manage-
ment, has done much for western Nova
Scotia. The record of Messrs. Campbell and
Sutherland as managers has surely been such
as to deserve the good will and confidence of
all our people. In making this change in
terminus they are only carrying forward the
same energetic business-like poliny they have
been pursuing since the road has been under
their management; and we feel assured that
no amount of abuse or misrepresentation
awill canse them to pause in their work or
turn them one iota from their purpose.

—WE observe that the Fruit Growers As-
sogiation which met at Wolfville last week
appointed s committee of three of itsmembers
to look after the question of a reduction in
freights. This is a subject to which we have
frequently referred, and we are glad that
the association has taken the matter up. A
reduction of from twenty to thirty per cent.
could be made in the present rate of freight
between this valley and London, and still
give the steamship companies as much as
they get for the fruit carried from New
York, Boston, or Montreal; and if it pays
to carry apples from these ports at the re
duced rates, there is no substantial reason
why they cannot be carried from Halifax on
equally as reasonable terms.

But we do not quite like the personel of
the committee appointed by the fruit grow-
ers association to handle this matter. Some
of its members are either agents of large
London fruit houses or are themselves large
shippers of fruit to the other side, and these
gentlemen, we very much fear, know rather
more aboat the question of freights than
they would care to make public. Of late
years the steamship companies have been in
the habit of giving to agents and large ship-
pers what is known as a rebate in freights.
That is to say, the companies charge the
grower a certain rate and give the agent or
shipper a part of it as a commission. This
commission is never less than ten cents per
barrel, and in some cases it is more. Some
agents get a commission on all apples sent
to a certain London house from this province,
others on every barrel which is sent by a
certain steamship line, no matter whether
the grower ever knew these ageuts in the
transaction or not. In addition to this re
bate in freight there is also a return com-
mission of a certain per cent given to these
shippers by the London house.

These things explain why the freight and
other expenses are 8o high. There are alto-
gether too many middle men between the
producer and consumer, and the fruit grow
ers association would do well to take hold
of the matter and if possible effect some rad-
ical reform in the present methods. But
we submit that the man who has been stand-
iog in with the steamship companies, and
getting a slice off of the freight on each bar-
rel of apples carried, is not the one to in-
terview these steamship people in the inter-
est of the farmers and demand a reduction
in freight. A move of that kind would
seem to us to be a first rate way not to get
anything done. In these days of keen com-
petition, when the price of ncarly everything
has come down to one-half or one-third of
what it was a decade or soago, there is sure-
1y no reason why the freight on fruit sent to
London should remain at the old time rates.
And it seems little short of an imposition
that our farmers and fruit growers should
have to pay more than the railway and
steamship companies actually get.

There is certainly much room in this di-
rection for the fruit growers association to
work for the benefit of its members and their
brother farmers, if the right means are taken.

He thought, judging by the old
method, that the average price of milk ger
hundred weight would be about seventy-five
cents; but, by the system pow in vogue—
that of paying for the amount of fat con-
tained as ascertained by the Babcock test—
milk from well-bred and well-fed cows the
rice would be increased and the cost of
auling lowered.

A committee was appointed to call upon
the farmers residing in the various outlying
districts for the purpose of soliciting stock
and also to ascertain if the milk of 300 cows
could be procured. Should this be accom-
plished a meeting of shareholders will at
once follow to take immediate action in the
matter.

It was the consenses of opinion that un-
less the farmers took stock enough to give
them the controlling influence it would not
be a success, and it is therefore to be hoped
the committee will meet with a hearty re-
sponse fromn our yeomanry.

The impression prevailed that the milk
of five hundred cows could be secured, and
that with a liberal stock-list and the cream-
ery once put into operation, it meant the
distribution of from five to ten thousand
dollars among the patrons of the factory.

On motion the meeting adjourned, feeling
it had not been in vain.
