The Middleton Wood

London, March 4.—The arrangements for 
Queen Victoria's departure for the Riviera 
next Thursday have been completed. Her 
Majesty will travel to the south of France 
by way ot Boulogne Sur-Mer, instead of via 
Cherburg, being the first time she will have 
visited Boulogne since the Crimean war.

Some interest is taken in the fact that the 
Queen’s yacht will be conveyed by eight of 
the fastest torpedo destroyers in the British 
navy, five ef them being thirty knot boats. 
Cruisers have previously been employed for 
this duty and the use of destroy ere, It ia 
hinted in some of the papers, is intended to 
set off the French papers’ “ tall talk" about 
submarine torpedo boats.

There is much indignation in England at 
the scandalous and coarse attacks on Queen 
Victoria by some of the newspapers of Paria 
this week. The Litre Parole in an insult­
ing article said :

“ Frankly, the Queen will be well advised 
if she does not come to France this spring. 
The constitutional fiction that it wae Lord 
Salisbury, and not the Queen, who inflieted 
the outrage of Fashoda and the humilation 
of Muscat on France will not suffice. It la 
well known that the Queen has declared

ngland’s policy throughout her long reign 
and she has never missed an opportunity of 
displaying her antipathy for Franoe.

" Under the circumstances, therefore, her 
visit is an additional insult and defiance of 
public opinion. After this warning it will 
only be her own fault if she meets with a 
hostile reception in France.’’

M. Casaagnac’e Autorité says: "The 
Queen becomes our guest at a moment when 
British government haa made itself more 
than ever our enemy. Her journey will be 
full of the same risks as the Maine incurred 
in entering Cuban waters, and the French 
government is committing the same foolish 
act as Setter Sagasta, by not preventing 
Fiance from being placed in such a position 
that the smallest accident might precipitate 
both powers into a terrible conflict."

After such insinuations as the foregoing it 
seems possible that the Queen’s visit to 
France will not pass without some trouble. 
A special staff bas left Paris to watoh over 
her majesty at Cimiez, where her heavy bag­
gage is already arriving.

Within the past two weeka two meetings 
have been called to hear the reports of the 
committee», etc., and at both of these meet­
ings not even the whole committee» got to­
gether and not even one farmer or enterpris­
ing man was present. It has been proven 
beyond a doubt, that a factory of this kind 
can be carried on to good advantage, nol 
only putting money Into the farmer’s pock­
et and making the business pay for itaelf 
with a surplus over, but it takes a quantity 
of goods off the farm that ia almost worth­
less.

Ottawa, March 4.—Mr. William Petersen, 
of Messrs. Petersen & Tate, of Newcastle-on- 
Tyne, with whom the government contracted 
in 1897 for the establishment of a fast line 
of steamers between Canada and the United 
Kingdom, has been in the capital for several 
days. Although the firm of which he is a 
member haa. found itself unable to attain 
what it had set out to accomplish and have 
withdrawn therefrom, Mr. Petersen is not 
averse to expressing an opinion on the merits 
of the fast line project, based upon the data 
which he wae able to gather in the two years 
that he devoted to the scheme.

His conviction, formed after mature de­
liberation and study of the subject, is that 
the idea is practicable and one which will 
yet reach a splendid realization. His in­
vestigations have taught him that travel 
will seek the quickest and beet equipped 
route. Canada has travel enough from her 
own ports alone to guarantee the commercial 
feasibility of the undertaking; but in a pe­
rusal of the situation it is apparent on the 
face of it that a line of passenger steamers 
equal in accommodation find comfort to any­
thing afloat and making the passage 
the shorter route from Canada to one c 
British ports in three days, would not 
draw trade from the existing means of trans­
port but would commend itself to very many 
of those who now travel from New York. 
The service should be weekly and to accom 
dish this would call for four or five boats. 
Hr. Petersen has only thie to add, that he 

sees no good reason why the Canadian Gov­
ernment should not make the venture. It 
would require the investment of a large sum 
of money as in hie opinion nothing but the 
very best attainable, surpassing if possible, 
even the height of comfort and speed that 
haa already been reached by the beat of 
the New York lines, would assure the safety 
of the enterprise from a business point of

MANY PEOPLE HAVE NOT YET RX4LIZSD 
THEIR NEW VALUE.

Ottawa, March 4.—The result of the first 
month’s experience with the new postal rates 
has not been very satisfactory in respect to 
the number of letters which have been "ra­
ted ” for insufficient postage. The general 
public does not appear to have " caught on ” 
to the changes, which are two in number and 
very simple, and the result is that large num­
bers of letters for Canada and the United 
States are still posted with a three-cent 
stamp instead of a two, and numbers of let­
ters tor Germany, France, etc., bear^ only a 
two cent stamp instead of a fire, 
changes made were: First, a redaction of 
the rate between Great Britain and some of 
her colonies tod dependencies from five cents 
to two cents per half ounce; and the reduc­
tion of the domestic rate, that is, on letters 
from one point in Canada to another, from 
three cents 
a reduction 
Newfoundland get the benefit. It ehould be 
borne in mind that the two cent rate a 
ing to Canada, the United States and 
fonndland is per ounce; while the " Imper­
ial” postage rate of two cents is per half 
ounce. The rate of postage to all 
countries embraced in the postal union re 
mains as it was, that is, five cents per half 
ounoe.

A New Timber Law.

Nova Scotia possesses 1,500,000 acres of 
public domain, and part of this only is good 
timber land. Many millions of acres have 
been granted in fee simple till this million 
and a half is all that is left. The Attorney- 
General last week introduced a bill in the 
legislature abolishing the system granting 
timber lands in fee simple, and providingfor 
the giving of leasee for 20 years for not less 
than 50 cents per acre. Authority is also 
taken by the government to buy back Crown 
timber lands granted in 
cents per acre, which wou 
cents or an advance.
