President Eaton’s Address

to the Fruit-Growers |

Delivered at the Opening Session of
the Convention at Anmepolis.

Ralph S. Eaton, of Kentville, Presi-
dent of the Association, delivered the
opening address. He sai in part:

CROP WAS DISAPPOINTING.

Though a million dollars, which we
80 often have received for our apples,
will probably come again to the fruit
growers this year, yet the crop: of
fruit for a second season in succession
has been a disappointing one to many.
We may not have come together with
quite the elation of spirits over our
work which has been manifested in
other years. To those whose business
interests are largely involved in fruit
a succession of disappointing years is
very trying, and gives a check to the
enthusiasm of the ambitious who are
loyally standing by their native Prov-
ince when the Federal Government is
offering such inducements in Weatern
Canada and such numbers are flocking
thither from England, the United
States and our own Provinces. Yet, if
we ‘study our conditions carefully we
will ind much in them to encourage
use. The average returns of about
three dollars per barrel for good fruit
under the heavy shipments which have
gone forward from this Continent to
England means much for the stability
of that market.

OUTLOOK IS PROMISING.

Again, never before have so many
persons felt satisfied with their ability
to thoroughly control our worst eme-
my, the black spot. Never before, per-
haps, has there been such marked evi-
dence of the efficacy of Bordeaux when
applied early and thoroughly. The
feeling of certainty regarding - this
question. will bring about a more gen-
eral application of the fungicide. We
are not likely to have again for many
years such unfavorable weather whea
the pollen of the apple blossoms is in
its most sensitive condition. Then
again our trees have had a rest which
should count in the income of 1906.
ocean transportation question which
was so serious for many years seamns
free from criticism. The competition

* and difficulties in almost. every line of

business are increasing yearly, and we
cannot espect ours to be an exception
More study is necessary to enable us
to fight our enenties, and only the
fighter really knows the solid satiafac-
tion of overcoming dbstacles and
standing up against disappointments.
After all men who really accomplish
much are mnot inen of chanoe and
broadcloth, of legacy and laziness. It
is a case of
“Qur constant element of luck
“Is genuine, solid old Teutonic pluck.
“Stick to your aim, the mongrel's
hold will slip,
“But only (rowbars loose the bull-
dog’s grip.”’

Cash returns are what one works
for, but aside from the comforts, sat-
isfaction and broader usefulness which
dollars and cents bring with them, for-
tunately for those who have to “labor
and wait”’ there is much keen satisfac-
tion to be obtained from our work
among the trees, Watching their
growth and development in their re-
sponse to our care is interesting in

the extreme to a real orchardist.

300,000 BARRELS FOR EXPORT.

1t is doubtful if our export. of ap-
ples this year reaches 300,000 barrels.
Already 175,000 barrels have been
shipped from Halifax, but for this
year more than half the crop is gone.
The County of Lunenburg rather sur-
prises us with an estimated yield of
10,000 barrels. The Japan plums that
blossomed early, and set their fruit

before that destructive week in June |

were a good crop. The European varie-
ties blossoming with apples very light

except occasional blocks of Moore’s |

Arctic and Lombard. Cherries were al-
w
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most o !failure, Pears were good.
Peaches were fair.

FEDERAL CONFERENCE.

We regret very much that on this
ocoasion we are not to have with us
our enthusiastic and progressive Chief
ofithe Fruit Division, Mr. McNeil.
Two, yvaq ago at Bridgewater he sug-
gested the idea of a Dominion Con-
vention of Fruit Growers to discuss
subjects of Federal interest. At the
requeat of the Executive of this Asso-
ciation I presmted to the Hon. Min-
ister of Agriculture while in Ottawa
last winter a petition for such a con-
ference. (This petition was ably sup-
ported by representatives of the Fruit
Growers Association of Ontario and
Quebec. The Government has consented
to arrange for this meeting in Febru-
ary, next ' while Parliament} is in ses-
sion. The Fruit Growers Association
of Ontari¢ at  their recent meeting
have appointed nine delegates to
represent their Province. It will be in
order for this Association to appoint
four or five. It is expected that every
province having a similar Association
will be represented. Some of the sub-
jects that will be taken up at the
Convention are: ~ Statistics and Fruit
Crop Reports, Fyuit Packages, Trans-
portation, Markets and Marketing,
Adulteration of Fruit Products, Nur-
series. The Fruit Marks Act, Provincial
Exhibitions and a Canadian Pomologi-
cal Society. I trust that some of these
subjects will be discussed during our
present session, so that the delégates
will be able to take with them the
views of the Association. It is expect-
ed that transportation companies,
manufacturers of fruit packages and
other concerns especially imterested in
the subjects to be discussed will be
represented, so that the Government
may feel that the recommendations
made by the convention are equitable
and best for the greatest number.

EXPRESS RATES.

The resolution of our executive ask-
ing the Government to place the Ex-
press rates under the control of the
Railway Commission, as freight rates
pow are, was prebented on the same
occasion to the Minister of Railways.
This seemingly reasonable request was
hacked up also By Quebec and On-
tario. It hes mot yet been acceded to.
These questions are always larger
than they appear to be at a distance.
Further study and pressure will be
peceasary. 1 trust .that the Dominion
Convention will clinch this question.
With two and - three lines of railway
in this small Province carrying our
expressed fruit to its destination and
each eharging a separate high mileage
rate the cost of perishable fruit trans-
portation with us is very excessive.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRESS.

In spite of strong opposition from
many sources that should have been
in sympathy with Agricultural educa-
tion and the founding of an Agricul-
tural College for this Province the in-
stitution which this Association took
such' a = prominent pert for six
ye.n'in getting established was for-
mally opened at Truro last winter.
Feeling that @ share in the responsi-
bility ‘of the management and success
of the College would increase the in-
interest of the farmers this Associa-
tion asked the Government for repre-
sentation . for itself and the rarmers
Association on a Board of Directors,
one-half of which would be appointed
by the Government. The Farmers As-
sociation endorsed this. There seewns
to be ample precedence for this ar-
rangement in the management of the
Colleges of the United States and the
pew College of Manitoba. As yet we
have received no reply to our petition.
The request twice made for an Fxperi-
mental Orchard is also still in our
«want column.” We suppose all good
things come to those who wait.
