Referring again'to outdoor pools, it is pnfortunate that
some cities, even large ones, are not sufficiently careful to
select suitable sites for their public baths. When a city
goes so far as to fence off and equip some portion of a river
or bay, setting aside the same as a public b?thmg place, the
bathers have a right to assume that the s1tg has been se-
lected with care and that the water is hyg_iemca_lly safe, but
sometimes the assumption is distinctly risky. In one 1n-
stance a great metropolitan sewer emptied on the upstrefm
side of a public bath (now closed), and so near that when
the sewage was colored by a red dye, the bathers were

startled by the bloodlike tint of the bath water. s
It is vain to hope that high bacterial counts and
lways be avoided.
