NATIONAL DIVISION.

TIE RECEPTION AT HOWARD
IALL.

The reception of the National Division of
the Sons of Temperance of North America,
by the'Grand Division of Rhode Island, took
place at the above named Iall.  Ata litde,
past three the members of the Grand Divi-
sion, accompanied by those of the National
Division, entered the EHall, each one decora-
ted with the repalia vsually worn on such oe-,
casions. The assemblage having been called
to order, the Iollowing address of welcome,
was delivered by Daniel Wilkinson, of Provi-,
dence, the Most Worthy Patriarch of the Di-
vision of Rhode Istand :—

Most Worthy Patriarch, Qfficers and Mem-
bers of the Natinnal Division of the Sons of
Lemperance: In the name and behalf of the
Grand Division ol the State of Rhode Island,
1 tid you welcome-

You have lelt your homes in the far distant
West, the sunny South, and the cooler regi-
ons of the North and East, and have <ome
hither on a mission of mercy. Your coming
was not heraldedby ihe sound of martial music
or the roar of artillery. No pomp or gran-
daur, save the nobleness of the cause, attend-
ed you on your journey.

You have come among us, not as strangers,
but as brothers—as brothers we welcome you.
Onqe areat object, the amclinration of human-
ity, actuates your hearts and ours  You have
como from your various localities, knowing
their wanls, to meet in council, to consub and
devise the best plan to extend the work in
which we are enpaged.  May your miceting
be one of havmony ; let no strite or discord
attend your eounsela. If  differences
of opmion exist among yau, let it be an ho-
nest difference, tempered with that charity
¢ which suffereth long and is kind.”

‘The cause for which we labour is founded
in truth and righteousness; the seal of eter-
nal justice has been stamped upon it, and, if
for a time, the clouds of error and oppres-
sion scem to overshadow it, let us not faintor
falter, but let us look with confidence to that
bow ih the heavens, which is the harbinger of
a bright and glorious day.

We welcome you as benefactors of the ha-
man race—you profler the olive branch of
peace ; with open bands and willing hearts
we veceive it. Here, then, while cach aneis
imbued with holy aspwrations, let the sacri-
fice be placed upon the altar. On the altar
let us dedicate ourselves anew to the temn-
peranie-cause—let the resolution be formed,
and let it be recorded in the book of God’s
remembrance, that, as long as life and health

are spared to us, we will work for the ve.
demption of tallen man.  Actvated by such
motives, and firm in such resolves, what ob-
stacles can stand in our way ? ‘

Looking back imo the past to the organi-
zation of our ovder, and tracing up to the
present the good thatat has done, what may
we not hope for in the future ?

From this Session ot the National Division
let there o forth an influence that will be felt
in all coming time.  Let it be such an in-
fluence, that, if we were peraiitted to Ift the
veil and see into the future, wa should sce,
and not very far in the distance, 10 more
misery and want— no more suflering ; the fires
of the last still burnt out, to be no miore hgzht-
cd—the last drunkard  reclaimmed—homes
wade happy—and a whole world redeced
and disenthralled. O, happy day !

When that tiie comes, and not Gl then,
shall we be prepared to hear with joy the
voiee of the angel of the Lord, as he stands
with one toot on the sea and the otheron the
land, proclatming that  tiwie shal! be nolong-
er ”»

The Most Worthy Patriarch of the Nationa
al Division, M. D. Mclenry of lowa, was
then introduced to Ilis Exccellency Gov.
Djyer, by Rev. Robert Allyn, one of the dele-
aates trom the order in this Siate to the
pretent convention of the National Division.

Gov. Dyver replied in the following highly
appropriate speech ¢

Mr President :—My official introdnction to
you explains my presence at this time and
place. T have been requested to bid your-
self and the National Ihvison of the Sons of
Temperance welcome to our State. This
weleome 1 give with the greatest cordiality.
It is true, siz, vour advent among us has not
been anounced by the discharge of artillery
or the exciting strains of martial music ; but,
sir, you vome n the mizhiy strength of a
great moral principle.  God speed your pro-
aress in this work of plilanthropy, and may
your councils be so directed and governed,
by the spirit of that ali wise and omnipotent
Being, in whose hands are the destimes of hn-
manity, as that a new impulse, a new
birth I had almost saud, may be given to the
cause of Temperauce. S8ir, the friends of
morality, temprrance and virtue extend to
you a f{raternal greeting. 1 had hoped to
have had the pleasure to introduce His Honor
the Mayor of thie city, but heis, I amin.
formed, unavoidably absent. In his name,
thereforey I.repeat this heanfelt welcome.

Mr, Allyn then read ihe following letter
addréssed to him by His Honor, the Mayor
of the city.

My Dear Sir. 1 rearet my inability to be
with “you at your meeting to-day in Howard
{Iall ; a previous encagesnent out of the city
is my excuse. I should be happy to be
present and weleome fo the city the Sons of
Temperance of the National Division, with
aill others conneeted with the Temperance
movement. I trust that success may attend
tlus mission 1o us, and that the true interests
of Temperance will be promoted by inter-
change ot sentinients between the members
and taeir fellow eitizens. .

[u-was followed by Gen. S. F. Cary of
Oliio, a past Most Worthy Patriarch of the
National Diviston, in a speech of decided
power, sustaining his well earned reputation
of being one of the most cloquent speakers in
this cause to be found in our country. At
the close of his adderess, the proceedings
were terminated by adjournment. .
