Max MARETZEK is of opinion that the day
of Italian opera in America is over.  Afier
giving lis reasous for this opiniou he adds:
“ All'this will lead to American opers, with
Americau artists. The time is at hand when
we will have American opera im America,
German opera io Germrny, aud Italian in It
aly,and soon. Why should we not have Am-
erican opera? Have we no talent? The best
proof that can be shown is that the best
artists in Europe are Americans. There is
an immense amount of dormant talent in
America besides, which is only waiting for
a change to be brought out.”

The Danish poct GRUNDTVIG, in Mr.
Gosse's opinion, is of foreigu writers the
one most near CARLYLE in temperament.
He saw him in July, 1872, when he was the
oldest poct then alive in Europe, and be
seemed the oldest man he bad ever looked
upon. For oue of nlnet{' he could not be cail-
ed infirm. He looked like a troll from some
cave in Norway, and as if he might have
been centuries old. Seen in the pulpit, for
the poet was a preacher, too, he looked like
some forgotten Druid tbhat bhad survived
from Mona, and could not die. The next
day he took to his bed, ‘‘und in a menth the
grand old man was dead.” Like CARLYLE’S
genius, his was destructive.  Throughout
bis long life he gloried in opposing himselt
to conventional” forms and conventional as
pirations. In the mere act of fighting he
tound exhilaration. —Ev.
