Mowat who takes upon himee!f the entire re-
sponsibility of the statements it containg:

That the attorney.geuneral, a member of
this House, has from his place o the House
stated thas be 18 oradibly informed and be-
lleves that dlvers parsons named by him, in.
cluding Ohrlstopher W. Bunting, John A,
Wilkingon, Edward Meek, F. 8, Kertland
and one Lynch, have entered into a conspir-
aoy to accornplish the deleat of the Govern-
ment in thiy House by corrupting members
of this Houss to vote agaluat the Government
and government measgres.

That the firet-named three persons are weil
known and actlve members of the party in
this province oppored to this government,
and that the last-named two persons sre
Amerloan oit'zena,

That for the purpoge of corruptly influsnc-
Ing the votes of members of this house the
sald five pergons have at divers times duriog
the present sesslon of this leglslatute ap-
prosched asveral membera of this house with
money, offsrs of money, promises o!f offices In
the glit of] the Dominfon government, and
promises of other personsl advantages to such
members.

‘That divera members of this House £0 ap-
