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As you will remember, the "Rossiya" had tried to break a channel through to it from the 
South. But it was not possible - to overcome the 
hummocky ice and to break through to the station itself^ You must understand, this is seven meters of 
ice. And the captain made a very intelligent 
decision - to seek a "path" from the north side, so

to ruin the ice-breaker. There is no denying, that it was completely possible to damage the hull 
and the propeller.
