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2. Subject to the foreign currency laws and regulations of

the other Contracting Party, each designated airline shall be

entitled to convert and remit to its country on demand funds

obtained in the normal course of its operat.ions after deduction

of expenses incurred in the terrîtory of that other Contracting

Party. Conversion and remittance shall be permitted without

restrictions at the foreign exchange market rates for current

payments prevailing at the tiine of submission of the request

for transfer and shali not be subject to any charges except

normal service charges collected by banks for such transactions.

Article 12

1. The aeronautical authorities of each Contracting Party

shall provide or shall cause their designated airlines to

provide the aeronautical authorities of the other Contracting

Party, upon request, periodic or other statements of statistics

as may be reasonably required for the purpose of reviewing the

operation of the agreed services, including, but not limited

to, statements of statistics related to the traffic carried

by its designated airline between points on the specified

routes showing the initial origins and final destinations of

the traffic.

2. The details of the methods by which such statistics

shahl be provided shall be agreed upon between the aeron-

autical authorities and împlemented vithout delay after
