C0NSIDERING that it is desirable to establish a flamework for audio-visual
relations and parficularly for film, television and video co-productions;

CONSCIOIJS that quality co-productions can contribue to dhm furfther
expansiont of the filmn, telvison and video productioni and distribution industries of
both countries as well as to the development of their cultuiral and economic
ecihanes;

CONVINCFD that these cichanges will contribute to the enhancement of
relation between die two coutries;

RAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

ARMlLE1

1. For the. purpos of tdû Agreement, an *audia-visual co-production" is a
project, irrespective of Uet, including animation and docmenti
productions, produced cither on film, videotape or videodisc, or in any other
format hitherto unknwn, for exploitation la theatres, on television,
videocassett, videodlsc or by any other formn of distribution. New form of
audio-visual production and distribution will be includedI in Uic present
Agreement by cxchange of notes.

2. Co-productions undertaken under Uic present Agreement must be approved by
thc following authorities, refered to hereinafier as Uic *competent authorities*:

In Canada:

Uic Departmnent of Canadian Héritage; and

In Venezuela:

Uie Centro Nacional Autdriomo de Cinematografla (CNAC)
