1. in considering proposed activities to wiiich Article 2, paragraph 5,
applies, the concerned Parties may consider whsther the activity is likely tahave a significant adverse transboundary impact ini particular by virtue of one
or more of the. folloving criterias

(a) Sises praposed activities whicii are large for the type of the
activity>

(b) Locations proposed activitias which are located ini or close ta anareas of special environuental sensitivity or importance <such as wetlandsdasignated under the. Rausar Convention, national parka, nature reserves, aite«of special saientific interest, or sites of archaeo2.ogical, cultural orhistorical importance),i alec, propoaed activities ini locations Viiere thecharacteristics cf proposed developaent vould b. likely ta have signfiat
affects on the population,

(c) Effecta, proposed activities with particularly camplex andpotentially adverse effects, including those giving risc ta serious effects oniiumans or on valued species or organias, those vhich threaten the existing orpotential use of an affected area and thos cauuing additional loading wiiichcannot be 'sustained by the carrying capacity of the enviro-nst.

2. The concerned Parties shall cansidar for this purpose proposed activities
wiiicii are located close ta an international frontier as vaîl as more remote
proposed activities which could give rise ta significant transboumdary
affects fer removed from the. site of developumt.
