Now KNow YE, that for divers causes
and considerations, and taking into consideration the case and convenience, of
Our Loving Subjects. We have thoughit fit by and with the advice of Oui' Privy
Council for Canada. to relieve you, and each, of vou, of your attendance at the
tinte afore.said, hereby convoking and by these presents enj oining you and each,
of you that on TUESDAY, the FIETEENTH day of the month, of SEPTEM-
BER, 1925, you meet US, in Our' Parliament of Canada, at Our' City of Ottawa,
there to takeinto consideration the state and welfare of Our' said Dominion of
Canada and therein to do as niay seemn necessary. HniN FAIL NoT.

IN TESTiMONY WHEREOF, We have causcd these Oui' Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to ho hereunto afllxed. WITNEss:
Our' Right Trust-y and Well-beloved Counseior, the Right Honourable
Francis Alexander Anglin, Chief Justice of Canada and Deputy of
Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Julian Hedworth, George, Baron
Byng of Vimy, General on the Retired List and in the Reserve of
Officers of Our' Army; lKniglit Grand Cross of Our' Most Honourable
Order of the Bath; Knight Grand Cross of Our' Most Distinguished
Order of Saint Michael and Saint George; Memaber of Our' Royal Vie-
torian Order; Governor General and Commrander-in-Ghîef of Our
Dominion of Canada.

Dominion, this twenty-ninth day of July, in the year of Our' Lord one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-five, and in the sixteenth year of
Oui' Reign.
