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Mr. MURPHY: In the Riding Mountain
national park.

Mr. BROWN: Does hie live there?

Mr. MURPHY: 1 bave nlot kept tra;ck of
hlm, but my officiais assure me that he and
bis family are living in the park at thle
present time.

Mr. BROWN: Since when?

Mr. MURPHY: I suppose since the park
opened in the spring.

Mr. BROWN: Io Mr. Smart nlot living in
the town of Neepawa?

Mr. MUýRPHIY: No.

Mr. LUCHKOVICH: I beg to differ with
the bon. member for Dauphin and the hon.
member opposite with respect to their claims
in connection with the scenic beauty of parka;
the most beautiful park in. Canada is Jasper
park. The hon. member -for West Edmonton
took the words out of .my mouth when hie
spoke of the strategie value of building a
road through that park. There are about
forty or fifty miles of road to be built in
order to connect Alberta with British Col-
umbia and the coast, and if the minister
would -put two hundred or two thousand men
to work on that road, hie would noV ondy
be doing mudh to help the park but he would
attract more tourists to this park from other
parts of Canada. I arn thorougjily in accord
with what the hon. member for West Ed-
monton said with regard Vo Jasper park.

Mr. FRASER (Cariboo): Mr. Chairman, I
should like to supplement the remarks of the
hon. members for West Edmonton and Vegre-
ville with regard to Jasper park. These re-
marks would apply also to Mount Robson
park in British Columbia, because the two
parka adjoin one another. Mount Robson
park is juat west of the interprovincial bound-
ary, and Jasper pnrk is just east. The road of
which mention was made would be very easy
Vo construct. The Grand Trinil Pacifie con-
struction people built a road through the park
in order Vo transport supplies from Edmonton
down Vo the Fraser valley. That roadway is
stil-1 there and the new road probably could
be built on the samne location, or at least. very
close to it. The road from Jasper to the west
end of Mount Robson park would be about
fifty miles long, a.nd would connect with the
road system of British Columbia. One part
of the road would go through Mount Robson
park, down the North Thompson river to the
city of Kamloops, where it would conneci
with the interprovincial highway system. The
other part would continue down. the Fraser

river from Mount Robson. park towards
Prince George, where connection also would
be made wîtb the interprovincial, roadway
system. Neither of these roade is conipleted,
alVbough. the one from Mount Robson park
down the North Thompson will be completed
this summer if the provincial governinent
completes the program of road construction
which it haa in view for the preoent season.
Much of the work on thia road waa done last
winter in connection witb unemployment
relief, and I notice that both these roads are
in the program announced within the laat few
days by Premier Tolmie of British Columbia
for unemployment relief. I do noV know of
any way in wbich more work could be sup-
plied than by the construction of these roade,
which are necessary in order to carry on the
development of British Columbia. There are
good lands contiguous to thsm, as well as.
mining prospects and timber.

I consider that Vhe key Vo Vhe situation is:
the transfer of Mount Robson park to ths-
federal authorities. During the early session-
of last year the former Minister of the,
Interior told me that hie was perfectly willing.
to take over this parf from the Britishs
Columbia government, and Premier Tolmie
bas advised me that he is anxious Vo turn it;
over to the federail authorities. There la
nothing to prevent the present government
going ahead and completing the transction
and building what would 'be one of Vhe finest
highways on tbe whole North American con-
tinent. The hon. member, for Gloucester
shakea bis hsad, but I want to tel hiin that
compared Vo British Columbia New Brunswick
is not in the picture at all as far as scenery
is concerned.

Mr. STEWART (Edmonton): I agree with
that statement.

Mr. VENIOT-: I disagree.
Mr. FRASER (Cariboo): But that is the

fact, just the ane; I suggest Vo the minister
that nothing will provide more unemploy-
ment relief than the completion of that work.
It ia in the interesta of ail conoerned-British
Columbia, Alberta, and the dominion as well
-that Vhe park be taken over wîthout fur-
ther delay and that the work be undertaken
and proceeded with vigorously, because thers
la a great deal of work for the unemployed
even in that construction cf fl<ty miles. in
addition iV will assist Vhe British Columbia
authorities to construct necessary roads as a
matter of uncmployment relief. I hope Vhe.
present governxnent will noV be in any way
backward, but will insist on the completion of
this transaction se that this very necemarjr
work may be carried on.
