FOOD AND DRUGS ACT
AMENDMENT RESPECTING LISTING

OF INGREDIENTS
Mr. Max Salisman (Waterloo South) moved

the first reading of Bill No. C-167, to amend
the Food and Drugs Act (listing of ingredi-
ents).

Some hon. Members: Explain.

Mr. Salisman: Mr. Speaker, the purpose of
this bill is to amend the Food and Drugs Act
to require producers of foods and drugs
placed on the Canadian market to accurately
and completely list all ingredients on the
labels of their products as far as possible.
Ingredient labelling is of particular signifi-
cance to the many Canadians suffering from
various allergies, to whom knowledge of con-
tents in the manufactured food is of great
importance.

Motion agreed to and bill read the first
time.

FARM CREDIT ACT
AMENDMENTS INCREASING AUTHORIZED
CAPITAL AND BORROWING CAPACITY

OF CORPORATION

Hon. J. J. Greene (Minister of Agriculture)
moved that the house go into committee at
the next sitting to consider the following
resolution, which has been recommended to
the house by His Excellency:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to
amend the Farm Credit Act to increase the
authorized capital of the Farm Credit Corporation
from $24 million to $40 million and thereby to in-
crease the maximum borrowing capacity of the
said corporation from $600 million to $1 billion.

CORRELATION OF VARIOUS PLANS WITH

CANADA PENSION PLAN

resolution, which has been recommended tc
the house by His Excellency:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to
amend the Public Service Superannuation Act, the
Canadian Forces Superannuation Act, the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police Superannuation Act, the
Diplomatic Service (Special) Superannuation Act
and the Intercolonial and Prince Edward Island
Railways Employees' Provident Act to provide for
a reduction in the contributions required to be
paid under those acts as a result of the imple-
mentation of the Canada Pension Plan and for the
correlation of the pensions or annuities payable
under those acts with the pensions payable under
the Canada Pension Plan; to extend the portability
provisions of certain of the plans established under
those acts; to raise the limit on the amount of the
supplementary death benefit payable in respect
of persons employed in the public service and
members of the Canadian forces; and to make
amendments of a general nature in connection with
the administration of those acts and of the De-
fence Services Pension Continuation Act and the
Canadian Corporation for the 1967 World Ex-
hibition Act.

NEWFOUNDLAND

PROVISION FOR ADDITIONAL FINANCIAL
ASSISTANCE UNDER TERM 29

Right Hon. L. B. Pearson (Prime Minister)
moved that the house go into committee at
the next sitting to consider the following
resolution, which has been recommended to
the house by His Excellency:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to
give effect ta term 29 of the terms of union of
Newfoundland with Canada and to pay to the
province, out of the consolidated revenue fund,
in the fiscal year commencing on the lst day of
April, 1967 and in each and every fiscal year there-
after, an annual amount, by way of additional
financial assistance as contemplated by term 29, of
$8 million.
