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management and over the kind of prograin-
ming which is offered to the Canadian people?

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear.

Miss LaMarsh: I assume the hon. member's
question is not a ihetorical one. First, it is a
matter of fact and of law that the corporation
management does exercise some contraI, al-
though I suppose it varies from time to time;
certainly, I doubt whether top management is
responsible for pre-screening everything
which appears; 1 do not; think anyone could
reasonabiy expect that.

I believe parliament has a very strong
moral control, exercised tbrough the kind of
reaction it shows on occasions such as titis. I
do not; agree, however, with the hion. member
for Kamloops, that individual members of
parliament should have any say in the pro-
gramiming, any more than dîd a former minis-
ter o! national revenue who was one o! the
hion. member's colleagues.
