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2. Forward outside ‘Q,’ the length of each curve
being 30 ft. at least (R.L.)

3. Back inside ‘Q,’ the length of each curve being
15 ft. at least (R.L.)

4. Back outside ‘Q,’ the length of each curve be­
ing 10 ft. at least (R.L.)

(f ) A set of combined figures skated with another 
skater, who will be selected by the judges, in­
troducing the following calls in such order and 
with such repetitions as the judges may dir­
ect :—

1. Forward three entire.
2. Once back—and forward.
3. Once back—and forward three.
4. Once back off meet—and forward hree entire.
5. Once back meet—and back—and forward three.
(g) The judges shall call three 1 unseen ’ figures of 

quite simple character, in order to test the 
candidate’s knowledge of calls and power of 
placing figures upon the ice.
