As soon as the break oc-
curred, the emergency gang of repair
men started out. to find it, and were
successful in repalring the break after
geveral hourg of..grueling work. The
task of fixing it-was made the more
difficult by the terrific gale which was
blowing at the rate of 85 miles an hour,
and which”swept the two broken gables
over others strung on the towers. «

last night that this was the first time
in three years and a half of operation,
that such a serious break had occurred
and that it could not be determined
whether it was due to flaws in the
cables, or to the force of the storm.
