Social Reform.
Rev. Dr. Shearer presented the 

sevent haimual report of the social 
service board.

Speaking of Sabbath observance, the 
report says:

Many adverse influences tail! en­
counter those who are seeking to secure 
a right observance of the . Sabbath 
thruout the land. Generally speaking, 
these find their source in a failure to 
recognize the religious claims of the 
Lord’s Day and in a desire to make 
gain without consideration of the 
rights of others.

It is the Inordinate desire to increase 
the dividend that induces certain cor­
porations and industrial and commer­
cial enterprises to overlook easy reli­
gious and humanitarian considerations, 
and wherever possible to robe the 
workingman of his right to one day’s 
rest in seven and of his oportunity for 
Lord’s Day worship. It is the saune 
motive that prompts so many smaller 
Interests to attempt to carry on busi­
ness on the Lord's Day in violation of 
the Lord’s Day Act.

A tittle consideration shows that the 
same motive ties behind the movements 
to make the Lord’s Day a da;f -i 
amusement 
Usually the^plea is made that the 
masses who toll six days a week re­
quire recreation and amusement on 
their rest day. Sooner or later the 
real motive appear» and it is seen to be 
the commercialized amusement and re­
creation that is provided.. The Lord’s I 
Day is- chosen- becaus ethe leisure of 
the masses on that day furnishes the 
greater oportunity for gain. Corpora­
tions and organizations do not estab­
lish oportunities for recreation and 
pleasure to meet a demand, but rather 
to' create a demand in order that re­
venues and dividends may be increased.

ly and severly punished; that all re­
ceipts and expenditures of candidates 
and party executive's, general and lo­
cal, in all elections for dominion or 
provincial parliaments should be pub­
lished; and that the whole system of 
party patronage In letting of contracts 
and making appointments to office 
should be abolished.

The assembly also declare for per­
sistent effort by pulpit,:college, school 
and press to raise both political dis­
cussion and political action to the level 
of truth and honor.’

Dr. Segewlck of Nova Scotia made 
a Wrong objection to the passing of 
these resolutions, as he said they would 
be dabbling in politics.

Amalgamation of Committee*.
The matter of the amalgamation of 

the committee of the home mission 
and social service and evangelism was 
referred back at tonight's session to the 
two committees for further considera­
tion. They will report to the assem­
bly before final adjournment. Dr. A. 
S. Grant, superintendent of home mis­
sions, said the matter ha» been under 
serious consideration by two special 
committees appointed by the larger 
committee for the purpose.

Dr. Shearer, convenor of the com­
mittee of social service and evangel­
ism, drew the attention of the com­
missioners to its varied activities, 
pointing out that it conducts Cam­
paigns for moral reform, political and 
personal purity arid makes a study of 
the problems of industrial life.

Dr. John Somerville, who moved a 
motion sending the recommendation 
back to the committees to be reported 
on at the assembly next year, said the 
Women’s Missionary Society 
considering plane that the social 
vice and evangelism committee would 
be interested in.
