Niagara Falls, being the great centre of attraction for all Nor-
thern tourists, and the point at which travellers from the United
States, who intend taking a trip down Lake Ontario and the
St. Lawrence make their entry into Her Majesty's Dominions,
we select it as our starting point, and supposing that the reader
(without our aid) has already done the Falls and neighborhood to
his satisfaction, and, in all probability, has in turn been done to
his c^iVsatisfaction, we will mercifully omit all mention of the
wonders of Niagara, and proceed at once to

LEWISTON,

a beautifully situated town, about 7 miles from the Falls, on the
Niagara Eiver. It is a place of considerable importance, and
stands at the head of navigation on the river. In 1813 it was
destroyed by the British, and rebuilt after the termination of the
war. At this place the tourist embarks on board a splendid
steamboat (the City of Toronto) which runs twice a day between
