Petrolea Woman Shot to
Death by Former Boarder,
Whom She Had Rejected—
Her Daughter Wounded by
First Bullet Fired—Mur-
derer Fired Third Shot Into
Prostrate Form of His Vic-

tim. \

HAD TAKEN LAUDANUM-"\
BEFORE THE SHOOTING

TROLEA, July 8—(Spedial)—This
ml:,En was stirred to its depths to-day
when it was learned Mrs. Frederick
King, who lives over the Flats, had
peen shot to death by William Mgore.
an employe of the Wagon Works Com-~
pany. The cause of the shooting was
s clear case of Jjealousy. The mur-
derer, who is about twenty years of
age, boarded with the King family
until about a month or so ago, and
was asked to leave the house by one
of Mrs. King's sons, owing to the vile
language he had been in the habit of
using, and also because he had got
behind with his board bill. He then
went to llve with his mother, a Mrs.
Perkins of this town, later going to
his grandmother’s in Oil Sp}'ingﬂ. leav-
ing there to attend camp in Goderich.

Upon his return from camp he called
pt the King house and asked to see
Mrs. King, of whom, notwithstanding
the fact that she was over twice nis
age, he was enamored. He was met
at the door by a daughter of the mur-
dered woman, who informed him her
mother was out of the house. He did
not gay anything at the time, but went
away quietly, only to return this
morning about 11.30 o'clock. He en-
tered the house, which has a front
and side door with a verandah run-
ning on the slde and across the front.
at the side entrante, without knock-
ing, and found the family preparing
dininer. In the room at the time were
the victim and her daughter Florence,
a child of fourteen years, and a mar-
ried daughter, a Mrs. Hollifleld. The
Jatter being nearest to him, asked
“What dosyou want?”

“You stand back,” he replied, and
immediately pulling a twenty-two cal-
{bre rifle out of one-of his pant legs,
almed it at Mrs. Hollifield, who drop-
ped to the floor to avoid the shot,
which struck little Florence in the
wrist, just at the pulse. i

The child screamed and ran out of
the house, followed by the sister and
mother, the mother turning to the
the other two to the left

Shot Twice.

The frantic mother ran dewn the
verandah, followed by the enraged
man and attempted to make for the
side door, but was shot in the left side
twice before she reached the door, the
shots being only six inches apart. In
her agony and excitement the terrified
woman dashed against the door and
fell to the floor of the verandah.

At this moment“a man named Mac-
donald, a clerk in the postoffice, pass-
ed on his way .to dinner,
Moore with a rifle, pointed at the
prostrate form, shouted to him, ask-
ing him what he was doing. For an-
swer he fired another shot into the
woman, while Macdonald ran to tele-
phone for a doctor. The murderer
then threw down the gun and walked
Into the arms of Policeman Whitlock,
who had come up, and was taken to
No. 2 police station, being transferred
to No. 1 by an aute a half hour later.
Hetre he showed symptoms of opium
poisoning. Dr. Dunfield was hurriedly
callgd and washed out the man's
stomach and used antidotes to prevent
the optum from having a fatal effect.
There aye hopes of his recovery. Yes-
terday the murderer procured a one
ounce bhottle of laudanum at Dale's
drug store, and had apparently taken
of it before he went to the victim’s
house. The hottle was afterwards
Picked up by G. F. Pitkin.

The woman was taken into the
house with blood streaming from her
wounds, and died in her daughter’'s
&rms five minutes later. Florence was
taken to the Charlotte Eleanor Engle-
han.Hosplta,l. and is in a very weak
condition, owing to loss of blood. Un-
less complications set in she will re-
cover,

Dublin Crowds Show Enthusi;
asm Whenever He Appears
—Attends Service at St
Patrick's Cathedral,

DUBLIN, July 9.—The citizens of
Dublin continue to give ample evi-
dence ot . heir affection and loyalty to
Kng George. The King's movements
are watched everywhere by enthusias-
tic crowds. This morning their majes-
ties attended service in St. Patrick's
Cathedral, where they were received
by the Most Rev. Jos. Ferguson Pea-
cocke, Lord Archhishon of Dublin. The
Rt. Rev. Jno. Baptist Crozier, Bishop
of Down, preached the sermon.

In the afternoon the royal party mo-
tored to Maynooth College, fifteen
miles from Dublin, where they were
received by the Lord Lieut. of lreland,
the Earl of Aberdeen, Mrs. Birrell,
wife of the chief secretary for Ireland,
Cardinal Logue, Archbishop of
Armagh, and Roman Catholic primate
of all Ireland, and the Most Rev. J.
W. Walsh, Archbishop of Dublin.
Their majesties inspected the college
with the greatest interest. They sign-
ed the visitor's book and took tea.
Afterwards they |visited the Royal|

LEespital and other institutions.

The King living up to his reputation,
wants to sce all parts of the empire
and every phase of life in it, and ne
spent one of the busiest days of his
life yesterday looking over that por-
tion contained within the boundaries
of Dublin. After attending several
functions in the afternoon, he drova
to Phoenix Park to see the races for
the King's Cup. All along the route
and at the track he was enthusiasti-
cally cheered. He arrived just in time
to see Richard Croker's\ Benanet win
the fourtih race and hear-the former
Tammany chief veociferously” cheered.

Among other affairs which the King
attended was the opening of a play-
centre In the poorest and roughest
district in Dublin.! It was a time of
great anxiety for the, police, who had
several encounters with the crowds,
in.one of which a sergeant’'s arm was
broken. Troops were brought up, but
they were not required.

As soon as the King appeared;
people who are perhaps the poorest
of his subjects, were carried away
with enthusiasm, and gave him by far
the most cordial reception of the day.
Men and women, who had been jeer-
ing the police and soldiers, broke into
hearty cheers, which continued thru-
out the district. The King and Queen
altho tired, showed their great plea-
sure at this ovation. which was en-
tirely unexpected in that quarter.

James J. Flden, aged 27, an Trishman
living at 15 Manitou-avenue for the
summer, was drowned while {n swiu-
ming in the lagoon off Clandeboye-
avenue, and David MeKibbon, aged 22,
also an Irishman, of 75 Don Mills-road,
met death in the same manner in the
Don River by the paper mills north of
Danforth-avenue. Andrew Angus, aged
35, was diving from g post off Lee-
avenue, when he struck bottom anl
injured his spine. The boating' acci-
dent was due to {ll-management and
occurred in the‘middle of the bay, fur-
ther fatalities being averted by the R\
C. Y. C. steam yacht Hiawatha, which
took the three men aboard after they
had clung to their craft for over five
minutes.

Elden had been boarding on Mani-
tou-avenue all summer, his city ad-
dress being 232 George-street. He went
out with companions in a canoe about
12 o'clock yesterday, 2nd they aecided
to take a swim in the lagoon. The ca-
nce was beachcd, and all plunged in,
going out a little further than
the others. He had only been in a few
minutes, however, when his compan-
fcns saw him throw up his hands and
sink. Altho they were only ten feet
away, none of them was able to get to
him in time to help him. He Jdid not
come to the surface again.

Cool Breeze Probably Saved To-
ronto From Additional Deaths
by Heat Prostration.

The weatherman is now non-commit-
tal regarding® the probabilities. He
says that thunderstorms mar be in
and near Toronto, but cannot tell whe-
ther or not they will disperse the pro-
longed hot wave. Another hitch has
occurred. and, tho the mercury in the
thermometer has again risen very high,
it has not reached the record mark of
Monday last by nine degi'ees, yester-

Early resterday morning there was

only 66 degrees of heat, but the sun
sacon made an impression and by noon
ralsed the thermwmeter hand within
eix points of the hundred mark.

The humidity was really to blame for
making the citizens uncomfortably
sticky. Ninety-four is only common
heat for a July and August day, and
had the atmoaphere been dry, Toron-
tonians would have remarked about
how cool the day was compared with
the previous Sunday.

Had it not heen for the gentle breezs®
that circulated nearly all day, the
death toll from prostration by heat
would doubtless have increased. For-
tunately the ten-mile-an-hour wind
kept up its enecgries al lthru the day
and night.

The consumption of water is falling
off. Slowly  the reserve suppiy s in-
creasing, and at ten o'clock last even-
ing when the mecasurement is taken, 1t
was 10 feet 7 inches. This is an in-
crease of about six feet since last Wed-
nesday. The normal depth is from 15
feet to 18 feet. which means 40,000,000
gallons of water, .and at that rate we
now have a surplus of about 20,000,000
gallons.

Three . Churches, Two Schools
-and Both Newspaper Offices
Among the Buildings Burned
—Only the River Saved Town
From Being Wiped Off the
Map. : "

EGANVILLE, Ont., July 9.—Not in
the history cf Eganville has thers
been such a dreadful conflagration as
the fire which started here at 1.80 to-
day. The Bonnechere River divides
the town into two equal parts, north
and south, ¢ver half of the north eide’
now being in ashes, while on the
south side ' an. immense amount of
damage is done. The loss will amount
to between §$75000 and $100,000. The
fire originated in the eheds of Mr.
MoCann, and as there is no protection
here except a ‘bucket brigade, the
flames soon spread before a strong
west wind, which was blowing.

The Pembroke and Renfrew fire bri-
gades were called upon for help. There
was a delay in Pembroke, as the sta-
tion agemt had to get orders from
headquarters. In Renfrew the delay
was caused by the engine having to
et up steam. The fire brigades, how-
ever, came as quickly as possible, the -
Pemibroke one by the Grand Trunk and
the Renfrew one by the C.P.R. The
northwestiern part of the town was sav-
ed, after a great deal of fighting on
the part of Pembroke fire brigade.
The Renfrew brigade did heroic work
as well, saving many residences. Ths
bufldings destroyed were:

The grist mill, the woollen mill, Ot-
tawa liotel, Presbytertan Church, d{e-
thodist Church, Engligh Church, puoll>
school, the new high school, which was
under construction, amd teenty-five
fine residences and business blocls.
The two newepaper offices were burn-
ed, as weoll as a sash and door factory
and a sawmll.

THREATENED TO SWEEP

Twenty Houses and Half Dezen
Business Buildings Burned
in Biddeford, Maine.

"BIDDEFORD,.Me.,July 8.—Fire,which
for a time threatened to sweep tho
business section of the city, destroyed
twenty houses on Elm-st.,, harboring
a hundred or more famili¢és, and half a
dozen business buildings, with a loss
of $100,000 to-night. The firemen of
three cities, Biddeford, Saco and Port-
land, augmented by volunteers, fought
the flames for nearly three hours be-
fore they were finally subdued at 1.30
a.m.

ALIFAX SEALERS ABE
PLAGED IN A QUANDARY

Do Not Know Treaty Will Affect
Market-For Seals From
South Pacific,

HALIFAX, July 8.—Halifax is- more

deeply interested in the pelagic seal
fisheries than any other port of the
British Empire. A fleet of seven seal-
ing vessels sail from the port of Hali-

fax. The owners of this fleet are very
much disturbed by the reports of the
terms of the treaty between the United
States, Russia and Japan. The Hali-
fax vessels do not go to Behring Sea,
but make the Southern Pacific their
hunting ground, and while the-treaty
covers only Behring Sea directly, the
Halifax men fear it indirectly affects
them, because of the loss of their
market. The despatches say that
London may accept no seals except
thnse taken under that treaty. A catch
in the South Pacific would be useless
if London refused to accept their seals,
for they cam be marketed and dyed
