HIS TENTH ANNIVERSARY.

Rev, Dr. McTavish’s Success—Strie-
tures on Some Church Schemes
for Raising Money.

Central Presbyterian Church yesterday
celebrated the tenth anniversary of the
pastorate of Re¥. Dr, McTavish. Two in-
teresting discourses were delivered by the

pastor, who gave an account of the progress
the church had made since his induction.
When he took ‘charge in 1888 the member-
ship was 432, and out of this number only
170 remain; 333 have been received into
the church on their profession of faith and
535 by eertificates, making a total of 868,
or 1038 together. The average attendance
is 608 members, Out of 13 elders in 1888
nine remain and six additional ones have
been appointed. In the Sunday School and
Bible Class were 30 officers and eight re-
main. In the matter of finances the re-
celpts have been encouraging, showing a
large balance to the good.

In the course of his sérmon the pastor
referred to the means adopted by some
churches to raise money in the way of hold-
ing garden parties and socials, which were
merely gambling affairs and raffles.

LA BOURGOGNE VICTIMS

Halifax, N. §., Aug. 7.—The steamer Hia-
wotha returned to Halifax to-night, after
a search oceupying ten days, for the re-
mains of Mrs, John F. Dillon and Mrs.
Oliver Dillon of New York and Mrs. John
Perry, the three Misses Perry and Muster
Perry of Kansas City, who were among the
victims of the Bourgogne-Cromartyshire
tragedy, The Hlawatha party, which was
in charge of George 8. Clay of New York,
with Dr. H. 8. Jacques of this city as
medical assistant, failed to accomplish its
first object, though it succeeded in finding
a large number of bodies, some being’lden-
tified, and all given burialat sea dfter the
clothing on them had been closely examin-
ed and marks of identification removed,

The Hiawatha returned with many grue.
scme relics of the Bourgogne horror, includ-
ing several dozen life belts takem from the
bodies found floating, pieces of broken
spars, oars and other wreckage, and a col-
lection of written and printed "documents
ot various kinds, such as letters and pmw0
ports, to the examination of which Dr.
Jacques devoted much of his time during
the expedition, when the inspection of
bodies did not occupy his attention.

Six Bodies Identified. .

Six bodies of those found by the Hia-
watha were identifiled by letters and other
papers taken from clothing on them, ° hich
documents are now in possession of George
8. Clay, manager of the expedition for ex-
Judge Dillod and John Perry. These six
bodies were thogg of Eugene Dubost, E. E.
Hundell, Pedro J. Sosa, Marcell’ Gliliatt,
Peter Barratt and Joannis Lados. P

The first three names are to be found in
the list of saloon passengers of La Bour-
gogne, published after the disaster, The
other three names are not in the list, and
. they were elther unregistered passengers
or employes on the steamer.

Pedro°J. Sosa, who was accompanied on
the voyage by his 12-year-old som, also a
victim, was a clvil engineer from Panama,
who had been closely associated with De
Lesseps in Panama Canal affairs. He wns
journeying to Paris on La Bourgogne as a
member of the commission appointed by
the French Government to decide on what
measures should be adopted for the com-
pletion of the Panama waterway.

Clay, manager
of the expedition for ex-Judge Dillon of
New York and John Perry of Kansas City,
gave the only. authorized account of t}xe
voyage and its results. ¥

His officlal statement is as follows: 1
may say in .openin‘ this account of the
voyage of the stéamer Hiawatha that from
my experience of the past. 10 years I can
assure the people interested that had the
Compagne Generale Transatlantique acted
promptly after fhe receipt of the report
made by the captain of the steamer Oil-
ficlds at Philadeiphia, and despatched a
steamship to search for antl recover bodies
paseed by the Olifields, the remains of victims
then found could have been identified by
thelr friends. It was mnot till after the
company had refused the request of Judge
Ditlon to send the steamer to look for the
bodies that the expedition of the Hiawatha
was undertaken. When Judge Dillon read
in the newspapers the report that the
steamer Oflficld had passed at sea between
150 and 200 corpses, he at once commui-
cated with the officials of the French ilne
to urge them to send out a steamer to re-
cover what bodies could be found. On’|
Saturday, July 23, I weit to Philadelphia
and saw Captain Sawyer, who told me the
full story, and sald that he passed bodies
for a distance of 25 miles.

When he made the statement to me he
said that had he known any people on the
Jost steamer, he could have fdentified them
if their remalns were among those he
passed at sed.

5.10 we came across a part of tiie ship's
rail. All these pieces of wreckage were
taken on board,

At 8 o’'clock Sunday morning we found
ourselves among a number of bodies. A
boat containing Dr. Jaeques and Under-
taker Snow put off to examine,the bodies.
Those found that day, with the exception’
of one, wére in a fair state of preserva-
tion. The first corpse picked up was found,
on examination of the clothing and contents
of the pockets, to be that of Eugene Du-
bost of Montreal. It was fully dressed,
with shoes laced, and wag supported in.
