WHAT STRAYING HORSES Dif,

Train Was Stopped to Drive “QD
Off the Track—A Collision Fol-
lowed—-Drlve; Bell Haurt,

By the colliding ot»two sections of a
Grand Trunk freight train near Newton-
ville yesterday morning, David Bell, an en-
gineer, who lives at Port Hope, was badly
shaken up, Had he not jumped when he

did, 1t is altogether likely that he would
have ‘been killed. The accident occurred
about 5 o'clock, and was caused by stray-
ing horses. The freight train on which
Mr, Bell was engineer was golug east,
and when about three miles west of New-
tonville a stop was made in order to drive
a number of horses off the track that had
broken thru a defective fence pear the rail-
road. Before Bell's train had started the
second section of the freight came along,
and crashed Into the first section,

A few minutes before the collision Bell
jumped from his engine and alighted on
the ground on his shoulder.

WASHINGTON IS HOPEEUL.

Minister Wu’s Message and the Al
lies’ Success at Tien Tsin Give
Things a Better Look.

Washiogton, July 17.—A decldedly more
hopeful feeling with regard to the Chinese
situation was apparent in all administra-
tion circles this evening, The tide of sent!-
ment, which has been markedly pessimistic,
turned with the aunouncement of the vie-
tory of the allies at Tien Tsin and the cap-
ture of the forts and native city, and gath-
ered further strength from Minister Wu's
cablegram, declaring that the foreign min-
Isters at Pekin were safe on July 9; Aside
from these despatches, the arrival of the
President and the special Cabinet mee*ing,
called to discuss the situation were fed-
tures of the day.

U. 8, Cabinet Meets.

The Cabinet met at 2.30 this afternoon,
less than an hour after the President reach-
ed the White House. Over 100 newspaper
reporters thronged the halls while the
Cabinet was sitting. The scene resembled
the hottest days of the Spanish war, There
were present Secretaries Hay, Réot, Long,
Gage and Postmaster-General Smith,

No Meeting of Congress.

At the conclusion of the session, which
Iasted two and one-half hours, Becretary
Root gave out the following formal state-
ment of the actlon of the Cabinet:

*The President has decided that the facts
now known to us do not require or justity
calling an extra session of Congress. Should
future developments indicate that he is un
able to do what I3 required with the means
now at his command and the action of Con-
gress Is necessary to furnish either men
or money or authority, he will not hesitate
to call it together.”

Discussed the Situation,

While only this meagre formal statement
was given out, it was ascertained that the
whole Chinese situation was thoroly dis-
cussed by the Cabinet. The reason that an
extra session of Congress was not demand-
ed by existing conditions, was the outcome
of the showing which both Secretary Koot
and Long were able to make as to the force
that can be thrown into China without
the authorization of additional troops by
Congress, and also the decidedly more
hopeful feeling entertained by the Presi-
dent and the members of his Cabinet as
to the safety of Minister Conger and the
other foreigners in Pekin, due to the cable
of Minister Wu, reporting the safety of
the Ministers July 9, two days after their
reported massacre. While this cable is not
regarded as conclusive, it is accepted In
good faith for the present.

How Will It Be Accomplished?
But the Administration, it can be defi
niely stated, has set in motion some ma-
chinery by which it is confidently predict-
ed absolutely authentic news as to the fate
of our Minister and the other foreigners
at Pekin will be ascertained.

If Conger is Murdered,

Thru what channel the Administrafion
expects to ‘ecelve this all Important
news is not known, but that a definite
statement of the situation at Pekin 1s
daily, if not hourly, expected, can be stat-
ed with the utmost positiveness, The ad-
vices received from Pekin probably will be
the determining factor in blazing the fu-
ture course of this Government, If Min-
ister Conger has been murdered, an extra
sesslon of Congress seems inevitable,
Admiral Remy’s message of thé success
following the earlier fighting at Tien Tsin
helped to relieve the anxiety of the Presi-
dent and his advisers, but Minister Wnu's
message was responsible for the really
hopefunl feeling that prevalled.

V. 8. Troops Avallable,
Secretary Root furnished to the Cabinet
a summary of the troops avallable, not
only in this country, but In Cuba, and gave
it as hi= opinion that between 10,00% and
12,000 troops in all could be spared for
service in China, These reinforcements are
to be rushed thru at the earliest possibie
moment, Most, if not all, of thém, .it 1s
belleved, can be landed by the end of
August or early in September,

ADMIRAL REMEY’S MESSAGE

Says the Forts of Tien Tsin Are in
the Hands of the Allies—U, 8§,
Marines Killed and Wounded.
Washington, July 17.—Admiral Kemey
this morning cabled the Navy Depart-
ment that the city and forts of I'len Tsin
are in the hands of the allles, His list of

killed and wounded is somewhat (fuller
than yesterday's report, but still not en-
tirely complete.

General Remey cabled the Navy Depart-
ment :

““Che Foo, July 17.—To-day hope to get
wounded from Tien Tsin, either in hos-
pitals at Taku or aboard Solace. Communi-
cation very uncertain.
“Following casualties
firmed :

“Marines—Captain Davis, killed; Captain
Lemly, Lieutenants :Butler and Leonard
wernded.

“Army—Col. Liscum, killed; Majors Rea-
gan and Lee, Captaing Noyes, Brewster
and Bookmiller, Lieutenants Naylor, Law-
ton, Hammond and Waldron wounded,
“Irotal killed and wounded reported, 775;
Russian and Japanese loss heavy. Our
total loss reported, 215; about 40 were
murines, but number believed to be exag-
gerated. Have officer on shore esvecially
to get authentic number and names, which
wlill be promptly telegraphed. City and
forts mow in the hands of allles. Admiral
Seymour returned to fleet; ranking officer
ashore is Admiral Alexijeff at Tien Tsin,
(8igned) Remey.”

This bulletin was received at the Navy
Department early this morning, and was
copied for distribution about ¥ o'clock.
Before it was given out it was decided to
make some change In the copy, the nature
of which was not disclosed, and the above
copy was finally given to the public.

HOW TO REACH PEKIN

Is Now the Task of Great Magnitudc
Which is Confronting
the Powers,

London, July 17 —Kuropean journals are
to-day indulging in a great deal of wild
talk, crediting the powers with having de-
cided to lay Pekin in ashes, remove the
eapital to Canton and hang the Empress
and Prince Tuan, but the writers fal] to
take into account the difficuities which
would attend such undertakings, But the
chancelleries fully recognize the magnitude
of the task confronting the great powers,
As a matter of fact, the only thought for
the moment of the powers is how bhest
to reach Pekin. Once there, they can ex-
act whatever penaity appears to be the
most striking and effective,

The Allies’ Sueccess,

This morning’'s news of the success of
the allled forces ‘at Tien Tsin, tho that
success has been dearly bought, appears to
clear the alr somewhat, This victory
over the Chinese, it is hoped, will enabje
the sides to resume preparations for an
advance, especially as to-day it Is officlally
announced that the Japanese force of 22,.

THE ROSSIN BLOCK,

CHINESE MASSACRES IN THE PAST.

The pages of modern Chinese history are
stalned with blood—the blood of helpless
and defenceless men and women, Since
the days when Europeans first went to the

Far East, but especially during the past 40

of brutal murders—murders usually brought
about  solely by the passionate hatred of
the yéllow man for the white,

One.of the most characteristic of these
was the Ku OCheng massacre on Aug. 1,
1805. ‘Theé Church Missionary Society has a
very successful enterprise ln that city.
There were many converts, and no one
dreamed of any danger. Five lady Mission-
arles lived In one house on the hills beyond
the city during the summer heat, and close

to them lived Mr. Stewart, the missionary
in charge, his wife and five children.
An Awful Birthday,

Aug. 1 was the birthday of one of the
children, so early in the morning three of
his brothers and sisters got up and went
out on the hills to gather flowers, Hear-
ing horns and drums, they ran to look ar
the procession. One Chinaman selzed the
eldest girl by the hair and beat her. She
tore herself from him and made for home,
to find the house occupied by the mob, She
caught a glimpse of her father making for
her mother's room, and then no more was
seen of elther of them, BSeeing the house
burning, she got her little brothers and
sisters, and dragged them off. The baby
she pulled from under the body of its dead
nurse. Her two brothers and her little
sister were all wounded.

An American missionary, hearing the riof,
rushed up to help, but he was too late. In
the brief time nine had been murdered,
and two of the children soon dled. The
story of the death of theése brave girls,
one of whom, Miss Marshall, was the
daughter of a Blackheath vicar, went with
a thril of horror thru the land,

Why were they murdered? A proclama-
tion had been issued among the people as
follows: :

Notice is hereby given that at the pre-
sent time foreign barbarians are hiring
evil characters to kidnap small child.
ren, that they may extract oil from
them for use, I have a female servant,
named LI, who has personally seen this
done. I exhort you, good people, not
to allow your children to go out. I hope
you will act in accordance with this.
The mob did act on It,

What Lord Loch Endured.

The experiences of Lord Loch and his
companions In 1857, present a tale of hor-
ror rarely equalled.

Henry Loch, then a yoing man of 30,
was attached to Lord Eigin’s punitive mis-
sion in China. Messrs. Wade and Parkes,
the English interpreters, were sent forward
by Lord Eigin, under a flag of truce, to
arrange the terms of peace with the Chin-
ese, and for part of the way Loch accom-
panied them. They saw that things looked
threatening, so Loch tried to get back to
the allled English and French generals, 10
tell them of the danger. He and Mr.
Parkes,, who were together at one spot,
were selzed, their arms bound, and they
were led out to be beheaded in an outer

Ready to Besiege Shanghai,

ONE FORT. UNCAPTURED.

The Story at the German Foreign
Office Does Not Say All the Forts
at Tien Tsin Were Taken,
Berlin, July 17.—An official of the For-
eign Office to-day pointed out that Ger-
many's news from the fight at Tien Tsin
on July 13 was more favorable than the re-
ports of the American admiral. Admiral
Benjemann has reported that the attack up-
on the Chinese was successful, but not
wholly so, one fort remaining uncaptured,
A Proposed Conference.
Referring to the proposition for an inter-
national conference, made in the German

press, the official said:

““Such a plan has not yet been broached
by the powers. A conference is not ne-
cessary at this stage of the developments,
inasmuch as an Interchange of views be-
tween Cabinets Is the "quickest way to
reach an agreement on measures in China.”
When asked whether the massacre at
Pekin had caused a change In the attitude
of any power, the official replied:

“It has not, and no fresh interchange of
views has been called forth in conse-
quence,'’

The German Minister’'s Duty,
Referring to the expected departure of
Dr. Mumm Von Schwarzenstein, the new
German Minister to China, the official satd
his destination would be Tsingtau and his
dutles for the present to observe the situa
tion and to report to the German Govern-
ment. Dr. Mumm told the correspondent
of the Assoclated Press to-day that he
would endeavor to catech the steamer
Prussian at Genoa on July 24, If he had
recelved his full instructions from Count
Von Buelow In time, but that otherwise

At Pekin they were hurried into the
native prison, separated from omne another,
and left dependent on the kindliness of
the Chinese criminals around them. The
13 French and 28 English who had been
with them. before their capture were &also
seized and placed under a strong guard.

‘When the English and French armies got
to the gates of Pekin, some Of these mis-
erable captives returned,

The Butchery of the Nuns.

On June 21, 1870, came the infamous
Tien Tsin massacre, The French Catholie
missionaries and Sisters of Mercy had es-
tablished a mission in Tien Tsin, and
one of their agencies was an orphan
home. A report got about among the
uatives that the Sisters were killing the
children to use their hearts and eyes in
the manufacture of some medical specific,
much sought after in Kurope.

Everyone saw that g storm was coming,
and the French Consul was urged to take
such steps as would show the slander tO
be false, But the Consul thought such a
request was a slur on his d'gnity, and re-
fused to listen to it, The Consul paid fof
Lis dignity with his life. No one fully
knows what happened, for every Kuropean
on the spot was dome to death, The de-
fenceless Sisters were butchered after
nameless barbarities, and the French cath-
edral and orphanage were set on fire,
Twenty foreigners, including a Russian
and his young bride, who were mistaken
for French, were slain,

Vicarious Sacrifices.

For the t it d that a g al
uprising, such as that of the present hour,
must follow, But in the end the Chinese
authorities subdued the uprising, and exes
cuted a score of rioters. It was believed
that the men executed were purchased vic-
tims, and that the real criminals escap-
ed. .

In 1875 came the murder of Mr. Margary,
between Bhamo and Manwyne, Mr. Mar-
gary was pushing on from the Burmese
territory, to make a journey-for the Brit-
ish Government, to Hankow. He had
hardly crossed the frontier, when bands of
native troops fell on him, and murdered
him and his attendants. The treachery of
the native officials who planned the mur-
der brought on them heavy punishment,
During the past few years the attacks
on missions of every kind have been £o
frequent that to elivonicle all of them
wounld make a wearisome list, The Chin-
ese, It Is Important to note, have mostly
attacked the missionaries, not because of
their religion, but because -they are for-
eign, In the north, French and German
missionaries have been especial vietims,
tho the mobs are not particular as to the
nationality of the white men when they
once set to work.
