People abroad early this morning—that
is, between the hours of two and three—
all gazed heavenwards at the moon,
which was -totally eclipsed between 2.04
and 3.28.  During that time the whole
globe of the moon was immersed in the
earth’s shadow, and its entire face either
vanished or could be only obscurely seen.
The eclipge started;at 11.35, and it was
not until 5.50 a.m. that the orb shone
with its accustomed brightness.

The moon's orbit being inclined .to that
of the-earth by an angle of five degreep
twice 'a month, it crosses the plane of
the earth's orbit, and thus crosses .the
apparent path of the sun in the sky, once
