Typhoid Epidemic Among The
Army n Flanders

DOCTORS ALARMED BY IT

War Must End if Ravages Con-
+ tinue Until Summer— Advent of
Italy and Balkans Into World
Conflict Feared by Kaiser's Men

London, Jan. 18—The Daily
correspondent telegraphs:

“Intéresting particulars about the
condition of tae Germans in Flanders is
supplied by a trustworthy eye-witness
who, a week ago, was allowed to leave
Belgium. He said that, owing to the
heavy losses in the German trenches,
there is a lack of prompt medical atten-
tion and, in addition, the sanitary con-
ditions of the improvised hospitals,
where filthy straw has been uséd over
and over again until it is completely
rotten, are responsible for a large num-
ber of Germans dying from exposure.

Typhoid Epidemic.

“Typhoid fever now is epidemic,
having raged since November. Tais is
mainly due to the Germans acquiring !
a“habit of eating too much raw minced
meat spread over bread. Physicians ad-
mit that the typhoid epidemic is alarm-
ing, but console themselves with the re-
flection that its spread is rendered dif-
ficult by the cold weather. Should it
continue until summer, the war soon will
be stopped.

“Tae Germans are utterly tired of war,
but still are determined to fight to the
bitter end. What the Germans feari
most is Italy’s intervention, which will
be followed inevitably by that of .the
Balkan “states.”

Paris, Jan. 18—While Paris is not
having the perpetual Zeppelin scare in
which London indulges; there has been
great activity because of reports that
the air will be full of aeroplanes and
dirigibles dropping bombs just so soon
as weather conditions pérmit. Therefore
the inhabitants have Been warned not
to be alarmed if they §uddenly get or-
ders to turn off their light and be pre-
pared to read by lamps behind screened
windows. &

A fleet of aeroplanes circled over
Paris all yesterday on the lookout for
hostile air men.

Abbe Moraux, director of the observ-
atory at Bourges, says a Zeppelin attack
on Paris and London need not be fear-
ed. It is impossible so leng as science is
unable to predict tae weather for several
days with certainty, he says, for a
squadron of Zeppelins starting from
different points, all at a considerable
distance away, to reach their goal at
the same time, and that any attempt to
do so in the present state of meteorolo-
gical science is bound to result in fail-

The Russian ships came up at the
Turkish cruiser Medjidieh convoying a
steamer, the Maria Rosetta, with a cargo
of naptha for Trebizond.

On the night of January 6, tae Rus-
sian fleet came up with the cruisers
Breslau and Hamidish. A epirited ex-
change of shots followed, and finally
the Turkish cruisers disappeared in the
darkness. In Sourene Bay and in
Bizah Bay (thirty-five miles east of
Trebizond), the Russian warships de-
stroyed fifty-one Turkish boats. The
bombardment of the port of Hopa,
whaich is the distributing point for the
Tehorsk region, caused fires along the
coast.

A curious incident concerning the
proceedings of the Turkish fleet in the
Black Sea, has been reported. It seems
that the Turkish cruiser Breslau bom-
barded certain positions held by Turk-
ish troops mear Liman, which is to the
north of Hopa. Following this bom-
bardment our troops occupied, witm_)ut
hindrance, the positions from which
Turkish soldiers had been driven by the
fire of their own cruiser.
