wroads - Ahead of them again, in aban-
sdoned “pill boxes,” were battalion head-

quarters; while artillery units batter-
ies and gunners and infantrymen of
the rank and file lived with their sub-
alterns-and captains in concrete hovels,
in soggy trenches and caves on the
slopes of hills, in pits, in dirty trench-
es,

There were, indeed, few trials of en-
durance that men did not endure, but
they recked little of tnem. Hereabouds
were Canadian graves. Near here gas
had torn the lungs and brought the
agony of death to many brave men
on an April in 1915, Over the Pas-
chendaele ridges, Canadian prisoners of
war had gone to long brutal confine-
ment in Germany. There was a debt
tc be paid. It was on all men’s minds
that the settlement would be soon, but
there was no thought that the account
would be ligntly squared. This was
grim business, even for Flanders.

Bellevue Spur was the chief objec-
tive in the first Canadian attack, On

|Oct. 12, such gallant troops as those

of Australia' and New Zealand had
failed over this area, Canada should
be familiar with Philip Gibb's descrip-
tion of their experience to appreciate
Better what her own troops did, De-
scribing the Australian attack, the fa-
mous English correspondent said:
“But machine-gun fire never ceased
Jom the i\gher ground, from tall
masts of branchless trees, from shell
craters beyond the reach of our men....
They were stuck in the swamps at
Marsh Bottom....and in the bogs be-
low Crest Farm. They plunged into
ttese bogs, fiercely cursing them,
struggling to get through them to the
enemy, but the men could do nothing
with their legs held fast in such slime,
nothing but shout to comrades to drag
them out. While they struggled Ger-
man_snipers shot at them with a cool
aim, and the machine-gun bullets of
the deadly barrage lashed across the
shell craters. '
“Australian troops on the right made
good and reached the edge of tne hum-
mock called Crest Farm. Some, of
swarmed up it and fought and killed
the garrison there but beyond was an-
other knoll with machine-gunners and
riflemen, and as our men came up to
the top of Crest Farm they were un-
der close and deadly fire, They would
have held their ground here if they
have been supported on the left, but
tne New Zealanders were having a
terrible time in Marsh Bottom and
Bellevue, and could not make much
headway because of the deadly fire
which came down from the spur on
which ' Bellevue is perched, All this
time it was raining hard, making tie
ground worse than before, and the wet
mists deepened, preventing all visibili-
ty for our aircraft' working with the
guns, Orders were given not to con-
tinue the second stage of thné attack,
because the weather was too bad, and
the Australians on the right centre
withdrew their line 4n order not to
have an exposed flank : '
_Only those who saw that land can
know how .vital adequate preparations
were to victory. Literally miles of
soggy, shell-swept country had to be
traversed by “duck-walks” to bring
ammunition and rations to the forward
area, Reliefs had to go by the same
precarious routes. When the battle
arrived wounded and reinforcements
would have to go backwards and for-
wards by just such paths until they,
too, dwindled out and gave place to
marsh and quagmire. The difficulties
of establishing battery positions and
finding secure foundations for guns
were tremendous. In many cases tanks
had to be employed. Straining teams
and men were common sights; and
once the battery positions were estab-
lished, foundations had to be recon-
structed constantly., Artillery men
slept beside their guns in hovels made
of paralel rows of mudbags with sack-
ing for doors and tin for roofs. Crazy-

looking structures they were, housing

varieties of eager but unwelcome. visi-
tors, but providing some shelter against
the cold and rain. Ammunition dumps
had to be established, casualty clearing

stations -had to be organized, and so

forth, with a multitude of details all to
be dovetailed and perfected. :

out enemy trenches, demolishing his
advanced positions, wrecking many of
his strong points, sweeping his support
areas, and disturbing his communica-
tions. German forward lines were
marked by one long line of bursting
shells, The Canadian attack was con-
fined to a 3,000-yard front, extending
roughly .from the Passchendaele-Zon-
nebeke road to Wallemolen. They had
ds - their objectives Hillside Farm,
Heine House, Augustus Wood, Laam-
xeek, Bellevue Spur, Wolf Copse, and
the higher land to the northwest. Over
all' this area, the gridiron barrage of
our guns sought out the enemy. In
some parts of our line his reply to our
fire was immediate and heavy; but the
powerful concentration of our shells
continuéd until the German artillery
was largely demoralized, and when the
moment came for our advance the
marked decrease of enemy gun-fire gave
unmistakable signs of his disorganiza-
tion.  Then our men “went over.”

On the right of the Canadian attack,
the 10th Brigade advanced on a line
roughly from Waterfields to the Pass-
chendaele-Zonnebeke road. To the left,
the 8th and 9th Brigades went forward
against Laambeek, Bellevue Spur,
Wolf Copse, and the higher land to the

northwest. The infantry went ove:
the top in waist deep mud. which au
ill-night drizzle had turned to little
more than slime. . Wallowing ahead,
with a. spirit which nothing could
daunt, they pressed forward victorious-
ly on the right, winning their objec-
tives after sharp fighting, and scoring
signal successes which carried them to
the dominating spur on the Passchen-
daele-Zonnebeke road overlooking Pass-
chendaele village itself. It was stern
business, rendered more stern by the
concentration of hostile machine-gun
fire from Crest Farm and Deck Wood.
But the attack was evehywhere pressed
home; indeed, our troops eventually
pushed on to the southern corner of
Deck Wood and obtained' command
over it, thus neutralizing the enemy
machine-gun fire. Everywhere on the

right the day was a triumphant one. |
On the extreme right flank our line|
was pushed forward to Decline Copse, |
and in the general attack we had taken‘l
Hillside Farm, Heine House, and]
Augustus Wood, and gone beyond our
objectives to Deck Wood. i

On the left there was grim and bitter '
fighting. Skirting Marsh Bottom and
the waters of the Ravebeek, our troops
went forward to the slopes of Bellevue
under sweeping machine-gun fire. For|
fourteen hours there was hard and bit- |
ter fighting for the spur and for Lam-
beek. But when it ended the Cana-'
dians were victorious all along the line
and in possession of all their objec-
tives. 'The formidable Bellevue Spur
was taken—that network of wire en-
tanglements, redoubts and pill boxes; '
that veritable nest of machine gZuns,
fortified by all the defensive contriv-

~ances that German ingenunity could

invent to defend what they considered
a vital point in the Flanders defences.
The Bellevue positions were seld by
the 11th' Bavarian Division, which in-,
cluded the 8rd and 22nd Bavarian In-

. fantry Regiments. They believed their
i positions to be impregnable. They had |

heen ordered to hold them at all cost.|
Captured documents and the informa- |
tion taken from prisoners also proved
later that they had known beforehand
that the Canadians had been maved up
from Lens to take the position. De-
fences had been strengthened with the
news. But their defence — and these
troops showed none of the demoraliza-
tion of the German artillery, but
fought hard and well—was unavailing.

with extraordinary skill and determina-
tion. After the original attack had
failed, and two companies of his unit
had launched a new attack, Captain
O’Kelley advancéd his command over a
thousand yards under heavy fire with-
out any artillery, barrage, took the
enemy positions on the crest
by storm, and then personally organ-
ized and led a series of attacks against
pill-boxes, his company alone capturing
six of them, with one hundred prisoners
and ten machine guns. Later on in the
atfernoon, under the leadership
gallant officer, his company repelled a
strong counter-attack, taking more
prisoners. Subsequently during the
night, the company captured a hostile
raiding party, consisting of one officer,
ten men, and a machine gun. K The
whole of these achievements were
chiefly due to the magnificent courage,
daring and ability of Captain
O’Kelley.”

The first of the counter-attacks
which “A” Company repelled, came at’

four o’clock in the afternovon, when the

German command sent two battalions
against the tired but victorious Can-
adians on Bellevue Spur. The attack-
ing force was swept away under a
withering artillery and machine-gun fire
and routed with heavy losses, leaving
no fewer than sixty prisoners behind

them. Threé-quarters of an hour later,

enemy infantry thrown against De-:line
Copse and our positions on the ridge

dominating Passchendaele village were
repulsed with severe losses. They came

on again an hour later, enly to meet
with a more vigorous reception, which
effectively broke down the offensive.
During the night the Germans again

threw - attacking forces against Belle-

vue Spur and Laamkeek, but only to
admit final defeat, and dawn broke
with the Canadians successful all along
the line.

The first great task was done! But
the twenty-four hours had been grim
and costly, and men in that dawning
looked back over the terrible land that
they had won and marvelled; for it
had been a battle even worse than those
of the Somme. The very ground un-
der their feet had menaced them. The
vawning shell-holes everywhehe—filled
with water that concealed their depth
—were death-traps for the wounded
and crippled who mightislip into them
with no comrade near to help. In-
deed there are stories of that dreadful
day that are better not imagined and
that will_not bear the telling. It was
a battle against enemy and elements,
and not only the forward zone, but
also the roads that ran from Ypres to
Saint Jean and Potijze, Wieltje, Bridge

DOHERTY PROMISES
SMOKELESS DENVER

Gas Expert Will Undertake
to Heat 100 Homes at a
Cost Cheaper Than Coal.

Atlantic City, N. J., Oct. 26—Henry
L. Doherty of New York at the open-
ing session of the fourth annual con-
\vention of the American Gas Associa-
tion here announced his intention of
heating 100 homes in' Denver this win-
ter with manufactured gas at a cost
that would compete with coal.

According to Mr. Doherty, the gas
price to be fixed will be approximately
$1 for a million British thermal units,
which will make the cost of gas equiva-
lent to $15 for a ton of coal. Mr.
Doherty is president of the Cities Serv-
ice Company, and president of the
Denver Gas and Electric Light Com-

any, a subsidiary.

In explaining his new project, Mr.
Doherty said he wanted to make Den-
ver the first really smokeless city in
the world, and also wanted to prove to
fuel experts that it was possible to
substitute gas for coal in homes,

“I have spent large sums of money
and more than twenty years of work
on this problem,” he said, “and only
this last spring acquired a gas com-
pany in a smaller eastern city for the
purpose of demonstrating that the con-
veniences and advantages of gas could
be given to the home owners at no
greater expense than the use of solid
fuel. 1

“Perhaps our experiments this win-
ter will provide facts that may be used
for the basis of a general plan to heat
all the homes in Denver in coming
years. At least we will make a demon-
stration that will excite world-wide in-
terest.”

Scientist members of the American
Gas Association, in convention here,
discussed methods of mixing powerful
odors with illuminating gas to detect
leaks more quickly than at present.

Dr. Yandell Henderson of Yale Uni-
versity recommended that ethy mer-
captan, an odor resembling that of the
skunk, should be used to give warning
of escaping gas. One drop of mercap-
tan liberated in the Grand Central
Terminal in New York Would precipi-
tate a scramble for the exits, he said.
