In his in­
augural address at Fredericton the other 
day Professor Murray was good enough 
to observe that political enonomy was 
the statesman’s guide book. The stud­
ents who attend the lectures in St. John 
this winter will be interested to know 
what kind of a political guide book is in­
tended to be supplied.

These observations in regard to the 
university extension scheme are made 
without any desire to prejudice it, but 
simply by way of showing that it is de­
fective and that no system of education 
can be useful in this province which de­
clines to recognize the great facts of life, 
or the manner in which the people of 
New Brunswick have to obtain their 

. living. We have been heretofore fol­
lowing blindly the English system of 
higher education, which spends enorm­
ous sums in teaching young men Latin 
and Greek and which at the end of their 
college career turns them out the most 
helpless and useless of educated men. 
The university graduate of England 
knows all about the Punic wars and the 
Peloponnesian contests but knows noth­
ing about the great empire^ 

England beyond the seas, 
and can hardly tell whether 
Halifax is on the Atlantic or the Pacific. 
We are on the eve of an educational rev­
olution in the province of New 'Bruns­
wick, bat we cannot see that anything 
which is going to be dene this winter in 
the way of university extension in St. 
John is likely to advance that revolution 
in any perceptible degree.

age the attempt which is to be made this 
year to extend the benefits of the uni­
versity to the city of St. John. Yet it 
must be admitted that the programme 
presented by the managers of the so- 
called university extension and the 
methods they are pursuing are not cal 
cnlated to awaken confidence. If a man 
was starving after a seven days fast and 
some
hunger, presented him with one split 
pea on a plate for that purpose the act 
would only excite ridicule, yet that is 
about the proportion of the actual needs 
of our educational system which the pro­
gramme of university extension will sup­
ply. It must be said, too, that the 
university people have exercised 
singular discretion in selecting Mr. John 
V. Ellis as the principal member of the 
executive committee on university ex­
tension here. The relations of John V. 
Ellis towards the educational system of 
this province are well known. It Is well 

z—known that he was a most determined 
oppdnent of our free non sectarian school 
systemawHUalitodid Mr..utmost to 
prevent the benefits of free education be­
ing extended to the youth of this 
province. It will be remembered also 
that in 1874 he took an active part in the 
crusade against the free system of non- 
denominational schools and sought to 
impose Roman Catholic separate schools 
on the province of New Brunswick. Yet 
here Mr. Ellis is put forward as a pro­
per person to direct the studies and 
range the programme of university ex 
tension in St. John.

* The course of lectures which will be 
presented this winter in 8L John also 
seems to us very insufficient What 
good can be expected to result to anyone 
from listening to eight lectures on a 
given subject? A man in that way may 
obtiin a smattering of one or two sub­
jects, but to expect that he will receive 
anything in the nature of education, 
such as a college would supply, is 
an utter absurdity. It 
that students who take the 
course are 
the end of it, but of what value will these 
certificates be? A university degree in 
this country is of no value except per- 

^haps to a clergyman, further than that 
li»-4aeen honestly obtained it re­

presents a certain amount of educational 
qualifications. Bat these certificates 
which are to be granted to the St. John 
students will represent nothing and will 
not even have the value of the tradit­
ional leather medal.

When we come to examine the course of 
studies presented in these lectures it is dif- 
ficult to avoid the conclusion that a good 
deal of ingenuity bas been displayed in 
selecting subjects which are likely to be 
of no use to the student, and m avoiding 
subjects which are necessary and useful 
to those who wish to receive an educa­
tion in this’province. Possibly the people 
who arranged the course might say that 
they were limited to the university carric- 
ulm.bnt in reality they have not adhered 
to it because they have taken in subjects 
which form no part of that curriculum, 
such as law and zoology. The great 
want of oar people is to know something 
about the subjects which are likely to en­
ter most prominently into the business 
of their lives. More than half of the 
people of New Brunswick are farmers, 
and those who are not farmers are inter­
ested in farming more or less, 
no college or school in this province can 
any competent idea of agriculture be ob­
tained and the consequence is that most 
of our people know nothing whatever, in 
a scientific sense, of the business which 
they have to follow.
