] PRINCE PrUPERT AND

STEWART FORGING ON.

‘!hon Wwhe believe that the romanca
of British Columbia passed with the
Cariboo ‘and the Atlin gold rushes, re-
quire for their disillusionment just’
such a trip as the trial run of the G.
T. P.’s new palatial' steamer, Prince
Rupert, which was completed on’ Sun-
day afforded.  For 'six days its
passengerss had ~om every - hand'
the ' evidences of the develop-
ment of the new “mHorth, which 'is
giving to the upper " portions ‘of "the’
province all the thrill and glamorwhich’
in the'-old days attended the search for,’
and the discovery of gold.

In this new movement gold still: holds
a prominent place. But it ‘'no longer
predominates. Land and lots hold the
place of prominence. 'Men still talk of
claims- and assays, and produce from
their pockets reports  of mining en-'
gineers to substantiate "their veracity.
But they more frequently talk of pfe-
emptors, of townsites, of valleys of al-
luvial land, of power and light for new
towns, of trade ‘“‘up the river,” “to the
islands’. and to *“the head of the arm.’”’
Blue prints are in every man’s satchel;
the talk of the smoking room is mot’
only of Bitter and Bear creeks and of
Alice Arm, but of Telqua and Bulkley'
and Masset and Kitsumcallum. The
whole north is athrob with life and
hope and opportunity.

Of this great aectivity, Prince Rupert
is the centre and the Metropolis.

_The whole district is so remote from
Victoria and Vancouver that they can
only indirectly control its trade. The
wharves at Prince Rupert’ are flanked
constantly ‘with a fleet of vessels which
is astounding and a considerable num-
ber of which have it as their home port.
A fine fleet of new vessels ply up ‘the
‘Skeena to the canyon, and insteéad "of
waiting as in_the’ old days ‘to'négotiate’
the pass, tta:nsfer their cargo by aerial:
tram ‘and’in’ othez ways to another
fleet above. The ‘arrival ‘of the old -
{-Br1no, now ce Alhert, last week, .
markedthe i nof a re 5
service to Queen. Charlotte Islands.

A mosquite fléet pnes to nearby
towns. ‘A constant procession of big'
liners -insure qulck and regular com-'
‘munication north with Portland Canal”
'and”’ south with the British' Columbia
cities.  Construction work on the ‘G,
T.P. and on_wharves, streét improve-
ment ‘and public buildings give a fine
payroll, and behind it all stands that
great cerporation the G.-T. P., the ar-'
rival of whose first boat last Wednes-
day was deemed of sufficient signifi-
cance to cause the proclamation of a
half holiday, and the flying of bunting
and the playing of bands.

“Since we built these ships,” said
Capt. Nicholson in acknowledging the
welcome of the committee. ‘“We have
had tempting offérs to divert them to
other channels, but We have committed
ourselves to this enterprise and we
stand or fall by it,”

No wonder the people cheered his
statement, for'in those few words he
had underwritten their: future.

It is eéspecially cheering to see the
part’ Canadians are playing in all the
activity, The Rossland, Boundary,
Dawson and. Atlin  rushes were es-
gentially American, Canucks had not
yet learnt by.experience the import of
these movements. They have ‘now
learned - their lesson. and  they are
leading ‘and dominating the situation.

Among the men who are building up
the country and incidentally their own
futures are so many former Victorians
that it is impossible to name them all.
But those who repeat the threadbare
libel that Victorians are slow have
their answer in the resourceful aggres-
sive men Wwho. formerly lived at the
Capital, but who now play such a large
part in the work of the new north.

The fascination of the life ‘is ‘hard to
resist, with its color, its movement, and
its quick rewards. Northern British
Columbia is to-day pre-eminently the
young man’'s country, and will for
many years to come form an outlet' for
the energies and enthusiasm of British
Columbia’s vigorous youth.

The- two towns typical of the new
north are Rupert and Stewart. The
Grand Trunk Pacific terminus possesses
a wonderful harbor but, more import-
ant still. an enthusiastic: belief by the
people of its potentiality. When the
Prince Rupert reached there on
Wednesday the town was en fete, ‘a3
band playing in the streets and the
whele pdépulation coming down to the
wharf. Mayor Stork headed a depu-
tation which welcomed the new ves-
sel' and to his felicitation Capt. Nieh-
olson suitably responded. The boat
was then thrown open and all after-
noon a reception was held to the ims
habitants.

It is wonderful what substantial proe
gress has been made on:'what was an
unpromising townsite. -~ Timber and
rock are being removed rapidly,  fine
plank roads radiate 'in all directions
and sewerage and water systems pro-
vide the necessary convenlences of
life. Prince¢ Rupert is fast taking on
metropolitany airs and the obvious cli-
matic disadvantages are being lost
sight of in the improvements men-
tioned. :

Stewart is more typically a mining
town and in its ‘approaches and gen-
eral appearance not unlike Skagway.
Passengers at present are landed a
mile from town at a small wharf and
transferred by small boat.to the edge
of the tide flats, where they transfer
to lumber wagons. It tosts the travely
ler $2 to get ashore and return. The
