Mr. Churchill denied that he had di-
rected police arrangements or taken
any part further than to prevent fire-
men from extinguishing the flames in
the Sidney Street house until he knew
that both Svaars and Rudgewicz were
dead.

The coroner’s verdict declared- that
Rudgewicz was slain by bullets of the
Scots Guards and that Svaars was suf-
focated. .
