Nearly one and a half million dollars
were collected at the local customs
house during the year ending March,
31st, the total receipts from all sources
being $1,472,205.97, an Increase of $555,-
41211 over the receipts of the year end-
in March, 1907, and $703,873.10 over that
ending on'the same date in the previous
year,

The above enormous increase means
that the receipts ‘have doubled since
the year before last, and the figures in-
dicate an unpnecedented advance in the
city trade during the last two years.
The large increase-hps, however, been
mostly. accounted for during the last
twelve months as the difference be-
tween the revenues received last year
and the year before’ was only in the
neighborhood of $150,000, which, com-
pared with last year’s advance of over
“half a million dollars shows that a won-
derful increase was -made during 1907
#ud the first three months of this year.

With the message
he transmitted a report reviewing the
legal phases of the question by Attor-
ney-General Bonaparte.

The president’s message follows: To
the Senate and House of Representa-
tives: I nerewith suicmit a letter from
‘the department of justice which ex-

,rlains itsélf. .Under this opinion, I hold

that existing statutes give the presi-
dent the power to prohibit the post-
master ‘general from being used as an
instrument in the commission of crime,
that is to permit the use of the mails
for advocacy of murder, arson and
ireason. And ‘I shall act upon :such
construction. ' Unquestionably, how-
ever, there ‘should ‘be further legisla-
tion by congress in this matier., When
compared with the suppression of an-
archy every other question sinks into
insignificance. The anarchist is the

| enemy of humanity, the enemy of man-

kind, and his is. a deeper degree of
criminality than any other. No immi-
grant js allewed to come to our-shores
.if he is an anarchist'and no paper pub-
lished here or abroad should be. per-
mitted circulation in this country if it
rropagates anarchistic opinions.

Bunkers of Helois Broke and

Vessel Listed—Crew Res-
cued in Mid-Ocean.

Plymouth, April 9—The Norwegian
tank steamer Helios, the crew of
which were rescued in mid-ocean by
the steamer Majestic, was abandoned
in north latitude 44, west longitude 39.
She had encountered a terrific storm
that lasted three days. Her bunkers
were broken and the vessel listed bad-
ly. Her ‘cargo of oil invaded the stoke
hole, and its overpowering -fumes
compelled the crew to abandon the
vessel.

The accident to the Helios oceurred
on Saturday last. There was great ap-
prehension that the oil would reach
the fires and a disastrous ‘explosion
would reult. One hundred and sixty
tons of oil were pumped from the
bunkers, but the task of removing the
remainder of the oil was beyond the
efforts of the crew. The hurricane with
the accompanying heavy seas rendered
it impossible-to remove the hatches to
allow the fumes to 'escape.

Before leaving the vessel ' the sea
cocks and hatches were opened to
facilitate her -sinking, as she was in
' the direct track of liners.

America to Keep Up With Huge
Naval Expenditures of
Powers.

Washington, April 9. — The naval
appropriation  bill, authorizing the
construction of two instead of four
battleships, and eight instead of four
submarine torpedo boats, and carrying
a total appropriation of $103,967,512 for
the naval service for the fiscal year
ending June 30th, 1909, was reported to
the House yesterday by Chairman
Foss, of the committee of naval affairs.
Representative: Hobson, of Alabama,
submitted a minority report, recom-
mending that provision be made in the
bill for four first class battleships in~
stead of two.

The total appropriation recommends«
ed is $22,518,831 less .than the aggre-
gate estimates submitted® by the de-
partment, and $2,622,916 more than
the amount appropirated for the fiscal
year ending June 30th, 1908,

The report- shows that there are in
course of building seven - battleships,
four armored cruisers, three scout
cruisers, five torpedo boat destroyers,
four submarine torpede beoais, two
colliers and two sea-going tugs. The
amount necessary to be appropriated
to pay. for the work now progressing
and contracted for during the mnext
fiscal year is $17.322,062.

Under 2’3 “heading “Naval Pro<
gramme,”’ #he committee recommends
that the president be authorized to
have -conistructed two first class hat-

oagedo boat tleutr

hédve the ‘Highest practical spoed
and to cost exclusive of armament, not
to exceed $800,000 each; that the sec-
retary of the navy be authorized to
have constructed eight submarine tor-
pedo boats, to cost in the. aggregate
not more  than $3,500,000, of which
amount $1,000,000 is appropirated, and-
one sub-surface torpedo boat at a cost
not to exceed $32,500; a total author-
ization of $23,945,000, whichs will' be
increased 37,000,000 by the .cost of
arming and equipping the two battles
ships.

The report shows that the naval con-

struction programme of the several
foreign powers contempalte the ex-
penditure of the following amounts for
vessels as indicated during the com-
ing fiscal year: England-Three bat~
tleships of the Dreadnought type, one
fast unarmored cruiser, flve ocean-go-
ing destroyers, twelve first class tor-
pedo boats, twelve submarines, $39,418,«
650. France—Five destroyers, ten gubs
marines, $18,696,346, Germany — Two
battleships, one armored cruiser, two
scout cruisers, twelve destroyers and
several submarines, $30;575,860. Japan
—$17,965,793 for construction and re-
pair, including#the restoration of Rus-
sian warships taken as prizes. Rus-
sia—$15,000,000 for construction and
repairs, Brazil—Thres battlenhfps,
two scout cruisers, eighteen’ torpedo
boats and-destroyers.
_The relative positions. of the several
powers in naval strength is shown to
be as follows: Ships built—Great Brit-
ain,” United States, ‘France, Germany,
Japan, Russia, Italy, Austria,.

but ultimately between the white race
and yellow race, and would prevent
the: carrying of the gospel of peaca
throughout Asia.”
