Downing street, th July.

My Lord—As requested.in your lords
ship’s despatch .of 25th May, I have
submitted to His Majesty, .the joint
address to the King from the senate
and house of commons of Canada ex-.
pressing their loyalty and devotion to
His Majesty and praying . that His
Majesty and her Majesty the Queén

* will be graciously pleased to visit the
dominion.

His Majesty has been pleased to' re-
ceive the address very graciously,

I need scarcely remind your lordship

of two ecircumstances which must not
be overlooked in consideration of these
proposals. In the' first place the cur-
rent business of the empire, which is
.continuous and incessant, imposes a
heavy tax on the time and strength of
its sovereign, and it is well known
that the absence of His Majesty from
this country for any length of time is
difficult, if - pot - impossible, except
under very definite limitdtions and re-
strictions—even when consderation of
heaith and need for comparative rest
render it expedient.

In the pecond place it must be re-
membered that there are practically no
limits, within the habitabls globe, to
the distances which must be travelled
to reach all paris of the British empire,
&and that it would be difficult for the
king to visit one important part of his
dominions and decline to visit another,

It was no doubt these two facts which
influenced heér late majesty, Quéen
Vietoria, with wise foresight, to deter-
mineé that her eldest son should, In his
youth, visit the various colghlea— and
possessions of the eémpire of which he
was one day to become ruler; and dc-
tordingly his majesty, while Prince ‘of

Wales, po,id a visit to Cana.da to

which reference is made in this ad-
dress.

Folowlng the same eounsels,
present Prince iof Wales: and ‘o
members .of thie royal family have been:
untiring iu ‘visiting ewven the mest dis-
tant parts of the empire, and have al-

the

‘| ways béen received as representatives

of his majesty with the utmost tender-
ness and:loyalty.

1 am ¢ommanded by His Majesty to
make mention of these considerations
because he would wish his loyal sub-
jects in @anada, and eéspecially the
senate and house of commons, to
understand that he is deeply touched
and gratified by the terms of their ad-
dréss and by the desire expressed that
with Her Majesty the Queén He should
again visit the dominion. His Majesty
retains a vivid recollection, even after
a lapse of many:years, of his former
visit, of beauties and interest of the
eountry and of enthusiasm and loyalty
which everywhere greeted him. He is
well aware that it would be difficult
to recognize features of Canada ' he
then learned, to know in the great do-
minion, 'whose rapid gréwth_ in all
that confributes to the development
and prospérity of a nation has been
80 astonishing, and no greater triumph
¢ould be offered to the head of any

| empire than to himself witnéss of a

progress so remarkable. In spite, how-
ever, of many and strong inducements
which prompt him to gratify the loyal
wishes of ' his Canadian subjects, I
am to say that the King feels unable
4t present to entertain a journey to
Canada. Whether * difficulties sug-
gested in an eéarly portion of this de-
spatch and othérs which I need not
particularize could be overcome, it is
premature to discuss now. But his
majesty desires that your lordship
would make it known to all that he is
prevented by necessities of his position
and not by any lack of appreciation of
loyalty and devotion of the people of
Canada to his throne and person.
