The official statement of the income and expenditure
{for the Dominion fnscal year 1908-09 is now issued four
mouths after the close of the year. The surplus claimed
is $1 162, wher-as in his budget Mr. Fielding counted
on $1,500,000. As a matter of fact there is a deficit on
current account as the amount paid for bounties on iron,
lead, oil &c., is §2 This is not included
in the statement of expenditure used in making the sur-
plus. Supposirg everything else to be regular there is
a defici® of $1,405,144,

The total net debt March 31, was §: 50,259, an in-
crease of $45. 9 during the previous twelve months.
This is the most rapid debt increase that Canada has
ever seen.
