mainimum salaries had shown itself,
mnd an expressioh of opinion was de-
sired.

Mr. Melanson .safd that he had
Rorecasted remarks by himself on the

question of theé minimum salaries for
teachers. It would be remembered
that at the time the ofiginal bill was
dntroduced it had been the unanimous
opinion that steps should be taken to,
keep teachers withip the Province.
It had been practically a war mea-
sure, for it had been introduced at a]
time when wages of all kinds were
wery high. It had been thought pro-
por to enact a measure fixing the
minimum salaries for school teachers
and it could not be considered a Gov-
ernment measure, as if had been the
result of a report from a committee)|
of the House. He believed that the
House hac been justified in this act-
don. However, since that time con-
ditions had changed materially, and|
there was a general feeling that anhool"
districts should not be tied down by
# minimum salary regulation. They
should not lose sight of the fact tha
@some teachers worked more than!
others. It also was a fact that girls'
living at home could accept positions
as teachers at a salary lower than
others; but the measure to which he
bad referred prevented that. He un-
derstood that some agreements had
been made between teachers and achool
boards under which, ostensibly, the
minimum salary of $500 was paid, but|
by private agreement the teacher was|
receiving whatever the school board |
had arranged.

Mr. Bordage said that he consldered‘
the bill under which minimum salaries |
for teachers ha dbeen fixed to be al
war measure.

Hon. Mr. Veniot said that as one of
the members of the committee ap-
pointed in 1920 to study the school
situation jn the Province and to re-
port, it was his duty to speak on this
motjon. He regretted that Mr. Sut-
ton, who had been a member of that
committee, was not in the House to
give his views The committe® had
gone exhaustively into the matter and
bad held meetings over a period of
thrge months. Jie had made the state-
ment at the time the report of ti
committee had been made that if the
recommendation should not work out
satizfactorily and caused hardship, a
change would be in order. The act
had been in force scarcely a year. The
trustees were not yet able to get a
proper grasp on its operation. He
knew the mover of the amendment had
received numerous complaints. He
himself had received them from his
own county, and from all parts of the
Province, probably because of the
part he had taken in the proceedings
of the special committee. FHe had
considerable data on this matter and
had found that, in many cases, the
jaw had been misinterpreted and mis-
applied. There had been an instance
within two miles of his own home
where the school assessment had been
$350 in excess of what it had been
previously, and where the people had
told bhim they had to close their
schools. He had investigated and had
found that the increase in assessment
should have been only $202. They
had not considered the double school
grant and other matters, and had over-
assessed themselves §$148

He found in another district that the
iteacher was being paid §500 without
the chequgc for $100 from the Prov-
ince being consldered. The Minimum

,sure. Peace had been declared more
than & year before.

year more, then if the people should
claim that there still was injustice, a
change could be made.

He knew that there were instances
where larger districts had to pay
more than they would have withount
the act. Bathurst, his own town, had
received a grant of $1200 instead of
$600 and had to assess higher, but
what hardship was it in a district
with a valuation of 8 or 4 hundred thou-
sand dollars. It was a matter of fact
that with the exception of one Prov-
ince, New Brunswick paid the lowest
average teachers salaries in Canagda.
He could not support this amendment.
He had had extensive experience in
regard to school matters, and con-
sidered this regulation a good one
which worked no hardship if properly
applied. It after another year hardship
should axist he would be for a change.

Mr. Peck said the trouble had arisen
through the law being not properly
understood. He agreed with the opin-
ion expressed by the Hon. Minister
of Public Works and wished to. go
on record as favoring the mainten-
ance of the minimum salary regula-
tion.

Mr, Fawcett said he did not often
agree with the Hon. Minister of Pub-
ic. Works, but he did in this partie-
ular. He did not agree with the gen-
eral principle of minimim salaries,
as he belleved that the natural law
of supply and demand should be al-
lowed to govern freely. But in regarfl
to school teachers in this Province,
conditions had become so bad that

tion had to be taken. Possibly at
some time a change in regard to min-
imum salaries could be made, but cer-
tainly not now. He looked forward
to the day when there would be a
change in the assessment system, and
agreed with the Hon. member for
Westmorland (Magee) in his remarks
upon that matter. He hoped that the
system which he had outlined would
be worked out. With regard to this
amendment he wished to go on rec-
ord as supporting the regulation for
minimum salary for teachers.

Mr. Flewelling said that the school
teachers must be retained in the pro-
vince and consideration shown them.
Sufficient salaries must be paid. The
minimum salary provision should be
tried out for another year.

Hon. Mr. Magee said he heartily en-
dorsed the statement on this subject
made by the Hon. Minister of Public
Works New Brunswick was up
against the keenest kind of competi
tion in the Canadian west in the mat-
ter of teachers’ salaries. He wanteld
no alteration

Mr. Richards sald he wished to ex-
press his own persongl views on this
matter, and he believed the Hon. Min-
ister of Public Works must appreciate
the measure of support which he had
received from that side of the House.

Hon. Mr. Foster—"Not even the re-
port from which it originated, was a
party matter.”

Mr. Richards said that was right,
and he wished to endorse the re-
marks of the Hon. Minister of Public
Works. He could say that he had had
about dwelve years experience as a
teacher in the public schools of the
province. He had been in all kinds,
the ungraded, the superior, and finally
in the grammar school, Woodstock.
Teachers bore a peculiar relation to
the rest of the people, and practically
were a class by themselves rendering
a very valuable public service. There
was not very much in the pecuniary
line for a teacher although the profes-
sion frequently was used as a stepping
stone to some other profession or busi-
ness. It was his firm opinfon that
minimum salarfies should be given at
least another year's trial

In his own county he had heard of
no particular hardship being worked
on any district, though posstbly his
colledgues had.

The Hon. Mr. Michaud said that as
this was not a Government measure
he was in a position to express a per-
sonal opinion. The actfon bringing
ibout minimum salaries to teachers
had been ¢aken to rmeet extraordinary
conditions arising out of the war and
then eéxisting. For that reason he had
not opposed it. Mowever, it was his

in another way. He must strongly re-
commend a change. The action had
been soclalistic in principle, sanction-
ing, ss Rt ¢id, minimum salaries for
school teschers against other classes.

“That this House reaffirms its ad-
herence to the policy of this and
previous governments since 1879, re-
speating the abolition of the Legls-
lative Council, and that a committee
of flve members be appoiunted to
submit, for the consideration of this
House, such farther action, it any,
as can be taken to have said policy
made  effective.”

The debate was adiourned.

INTERATIONAL LOMN
FOR GZECHO-SLOVAKIA

Will be Offered for Subscrip-
tion Today in Three Cities
Simultaneously.

New York, April B—An Interna-
tional loan to Cgecho-Slovakia will
be oftered for public subscription to-
morrow simuitaneously in
cities—New York, London and Am-
sterdam. The total of eight per cent

secured external sinking fund bonds,|ry

due in 1851, to be sold in the three
countries is approximately $30,000,4
000, part of an authorized issue of
$50,000,000. A syndicate of New
York bankers consisting of Kuhn,
Loeb and Company, the National
City Bank, and Kidder, Peabody and
Company will offer $14,000,000 worth
at 96 1.2 and interest to yield 8.30
per cent. The _ authorized issue is
secured by a @rst lien on receipts
from the customs duties and on the
net profits of the tobacco monopoly
which together in 1921, will, it is
eg'imated, approximate nearly $22,-
000,000.

Qonstantinople, April-§—The Turk-
ish Nationalist Government ' at An-
gora has accepted, with reservations,
ghe armistice propositions recently
made by the Allies, the Allled Pow-
ers, representatives here have been
informed.
The broad principles laid down in
the reply are as follows:
Anatolia, including Smyrna, must
be evacuated within four months,
The armistice may be renewed an
additional three months if the peace
negotiations have not terminated.
The Greéks to evacuate the Es-
kishehere - Afeun - Kurahissar-Kutal
line within a fortnight and the evac-
uation of the rest of Anatolia to pro-
ceed under the supervision of
officers.
