Dreyfus’s Own Story.

The Paria Figaro of May 27 published
notes written by Dreyfus while awaiting
trial. Heesays: :

On Saturday, October 13, I Ifcelnd a
letter directing me to be on Monday, the
15th, at 9 8. m., at the War Office for the
general inspection, I zemch the office

There I see Major Da Paty de Clam and
oiher persons in civil dress whom I did
not know. Iam tcld to seat myself at a
table, and Msjor Du Paty de Clam sits
beside me, loozing savagely at me. 1
begin already to be purzlsd. The Msjor
then invitea;;me to> write a letter from
hisj dictation., I am more and more
puzzled. BSuddenly he; says to me:
“Your hand shakes.” “Not at all,” I
pay; “my fingers are cold.” I continue
writing, more and more amazed. Scarce-
1y have I finished when he rises, fallson
me, and in a thundering voice says: “In
the name of the law I arrest you, You
gre accased of high treason,” My blood
yushes to my head. At the same time
two men in civilian drees {all on me and
gearch me. I become mad and haggerd.
“An officer i8 not arrested like $hat,” I
exclaim; “give me at least an inkling of
the infamy which you allege me to have
committed. I am innocent; I am the
victim of sn infernsl plot.” *The proofs
are overwhelming” was the reply.
“)'he President of the republic and the
oabinet are informed of your srrest.”
My reason gave way. I was questioned
and know not what I anawered.

I was then comveyed to prison by
Msjor Henry and a detective. I raved,
and remember nothing except that I was
accused of treasop, In prison I was
kept in solitary confinement, treated like
a prisoner, leit to myself. During the
geventeen days which followed I ander-
went several interrogations in my cell
by the judicial officer. He came fo-
wards evening with bis clerk, hatred in
his eyes, insalt on his lips, when my
tortured brain was at the last extremity.
What I beard in thoas sad and_gloomy
days! My heart still turille. Idid not
know half the time what I answered.
was always told—"It is all up with you.
Providence slome can extricate you.”
But in my feverish brain I invented
gtory after story to explain a riddle
which, simpleton that I was, I conld not

guess.

1 conatantly asked for proofs of the ac-
cusation, but theee were refused me.
not & criminal first shown the weapon
of his crime, and asked whether he
jdentifies it? The weapon of my al-
leged crime wse & letter. Why was it
not shown to me? The judicial officer
and his clerk made me say all they
chose. I had no conecicusness, nor did
I believe it necessary to defend myeelf
against such an accusation. One ever-
ing, on asking to be at laat tcld, the
clerk replied, “SBuppose you watch was
foundin & Pocket where it had no buai-
ness to be.” The judicial officer nodded
gssent. I then understood that docu-
meuts of mine had been stoler. My
imag'nation went to work. 1 remem-
bered & long correspondence which I
bad while at the Second Buresu with
Captain Hadamard res oting the pre-
paration at the War School, “Other
documents,” 1 said to myself, Syill
also have been stolsn from the
Second Burean.” I remembered &
closet losked with cmly one key, and
with no secret padlock. On these data I
copsfructed & fresh sfory. I became
mad with indignation snd grief. One
day, when I said to the jadicial offiser,
“How can you believe that I, au Ala-
tiap, to whom the Germsans refase all
P rts, can be & traitor?” he replie i,
“It was the better to conceal your game.”
On another evening the jadicial officer
paid, “They are on the track of your ac-
comylices. Arrests are imminent, and
you will bs sent accordingly before the
¢civil or the military jurisdiction.” Ibe
came literally mad, 'and saw
myself entangl:d in an inextri-
cabls plot, Another evening the judi
cial officer sald to me, “Your arrest is
gecret, yet it is known in all German
conclaves, and trey tremble and are
throwing you over.” The might which
followed was the most fearfal of all. I
wae nesr killing myself, I had hours
of frepzy. In the middle of the night,
in & feverish moment, I prepared to
hang myeel! to the window bars, but
my conscience was awake and ssid, “If
thou diest everybody will believe thee
to be guilty. Thou maust live, whatever
happens, to explain to the' world that
thou art innocent.”

My brain sometimes refuses to com-
prehend so arbitrary an arrest. ‘What?
A man csn thus be arrested. his honor
ruined, his name and family dishonored,
and he can be driven mad simply be.
cauge an' expert declares his writing to
resemble that of an infamons letter,
though this man has an irreproachable
past and cannot have been tempted
through poverty. Nobody has seen him
or caaght him in the &ct, yet he is ar-
rested, and to make him entirely lose
reason there is flung in his face: “Over-
whelmivg charges rest on you.” Daring
the whole investigation of the judicsl
officer heis told: “It is all up with you;
nothing can save yov.”

Finally after that officer has been kept
in aclitary confinement for months, after
everything has been searched, the over-
wheiming charges disappear, and yes-
terday, when the government commis-
gary informed me that I should be sent
before a court-martial, he eaid to me:
“The presumptions aresufficientl eatab-
lished to justify your being tried.” Thus
the overwhbelming chsrges of the first
day and the “Itis all mp” of the fcllow-
ing days became after two months only
presumptione. Well, I here declare it
emphatically & monstrous infamy. In-
describable bageness has been commit-
ted against me. ' I have had to desl, not
with investigations, but with executior-
ers,
