Estimated Surplus of $21,000 for Ensuing Year--it is Ex-

pected That Crown Land

Receipts Will Be $75,000

Greater Than Previous Year—-Large Revenue Expect-
ed from Coal Royalties--Masterly Review
. of Province's Financial Condition.

Fredericton, April 11—In the legisla-
ture tonight Hon. Dr. Pugsley laid before

the house the estimates for the current
year and moved the usual resolution that
the house go into committe¢ of supply.

Hon. Mr, Pugsley eaid, in moving that
you now leave the chair I would not be
doing justice to my own feelings if T dd
not expreas, my regret that the premier
had been vented by illness from being
n his place to present the budget to the
house as he hes done for many years. He
posseaes 0 intimate a knowiedge of the
finances of the province and is ab.e to ex-
hibit them in so clear a manner that I
feel my presentation of the matter must
be very inadequate in comparison with
his-

In order that there might be mo delay
he hes asked me to take his place, and
in entering on the d’'scharge of this duty
I am happy to say that the province of
New Brunswick is now enjoyilg an era
of prosperity unexampled in its history.
Agriculture, which is our greatest indus-
try, has made wonderful progress, but 1
shall have occasion later on to call atten-
tion to what has been accomplished in
that direction and I am sure that the
figures will prove mest gratifying.

It ie not many years since the govern-
mett began and advanced its agricultural
policy at a time when New Brunswick, in-
otead of being an exporter of cheese, was
importing that article and was hardly able
to eupply iteelf with butter. Now thie
_province iz an exporter of both, and our
dévelopment in that line has been but
just commenced.

Kings County Produced Half the Cheese.
The county which I represent, although
not more fertile than cther portions of the
province, produced Jast year about one-
half of the total of cheese and other dairy

products made in the factory. In thie
way a great deal of money has been dis-

tributed throughout the country and in-
creaged prosperity has followed it. I need
hardly say that on the prosperity of our
farmers largely depends the prosperity of
the province. It has been well said that
agriculture is the true source of a coun-
try’s wealth. I am happy to be able to
say that not only have we succeeded in
producing butter and cheese for export,
but that this business is likely to largely
increase.

At present our producte go to the Euro-
pean markets through Montreal, but I
look with confidence to the time when
steamers leaving St. John will be equip-
ped with cold storage both in summer and
winter.

Increased Rever uet.

I will now call your attention for a
short time to the receipts of revenue for
1903 as compared with the estimate, and
the estimate of expenditure as prepared
with the actual expenditure.

The territorial revenue realized alto-
gether $210,089, the estimate being $200,
000. This was the largest amount of ter-
ritorial revenue realized in the hstory of
the province. There was an increase in
the reeeipts from timber land and also
from game licensee, chowing that our prov-
ince is becoming more popular every ycar
as a resort for eportsmen,

There was an increazee in the fees of the
provincial seccrestary’s office over the ee
timate and also in taxes on incorporated
companies.

The succession duties did mot realize €0
much by abcut $7,000, as was estimated.

Myr. Hazen—Surely you do not regret
that?

Hon. Mr. Pugsléey—When our people
have come to the time when they must
shuffle of this mortal coil it is eminently
to be desired that they should leave a&
large an estate as possible.

We estimated $3,604 as the amount we
would receive from the dominion govern-
ment for wharves, but the amount actu-
ally received was $5,601 less than that
amount,

Claim Against the Domirion Gavernment.

Some few years ago the dominion gov-
ernment recognized the principle that they
might fairly contribute one-half of. the
cost of bulding wharves on the river St.
John and ite tributaries in tide wateis.
We claimed $16,000 and thought we would
get one-half, but at the end of the fiecal
year only $3,000 had been paid. After the
clege of the year most of the balance was
paid.

There. is an estimate of $12,0C0, which
we claimed from the domirion government
for fishing leases. This sum has not been
received. -The claim arose from the do-
minion government having taken poeses-
gion of certain tributarier of the Resti-
gouche which were under lease to Amer-
icams at a good rental, In tais way the
province has been deprived for a number
of years of the rent from ita own prop:
erty and we claim this amount and will
continue to cleim it until it is paid. The
matter is not yet settled because the ma-
chinery at Ottawa is very big and slow.
But we have got this far that I suc
ceeded in getting the minister of juetice
to @y in th¢ presence of the premier that
the claim' would be paid.

TWe have another large claim against
{he dominion government in regard to the

s et J

Lﬁéheriee, Quite apart from owr claim in

7

respect to the¢ Halifax Award. After con-
federation the dominion government
claimed to own all the ficheries of the
province, not only the shore fisherics, but
the river fisheries as we!l. They appoint-
ed wardena over these fisheries and pre-
vented even the riparian owners from fish-
ing or renting the fisherice to other per-
sone. 1t was mot until Judge Steadman
and Christian A. Robertson took action
and carried their case into court that the
right to river fisheries was decided. - This
was prior to 1896, before which time they
had possession of the fisheries on rivers
Frunning through our crown lands, thus
depriving the province of their rental.

The provincial government has made a
claim against the dominion government
for this eince 1866 and this claim with
intercet now amounts to $134,750. We pro-
pcse to prees this claim and 1 think every
one will say it is a just claim.

A $2,000,000 Claim.

Then there is our claim for about $2.
000,000 on account of the Halifax award.
We have been urging the dominion au-
thorities to agree to the statement of a
special cas¢ and we thought we had suc-
ceceded a year ago. The case we wanted
wae whether the proprietary rights of
the fisheries were vested in the crown
for #he use of the Dominion of Canada
or of the four provinces. I have not the
slightest doubt that if we can get the
question submitted the answer will be in
our favor. In preeenting this claim -we
are asking mo favors, but are simply de-
manding justice. ;

The dominion government asked us to
agree to a case as to whether the money
had been paid over to Canada’ clothed
with a trust. We felt that we would be
giving -away our case if we consented to
that and I am happy to be able to say
that not many weeks ago 1 received from
the minister of justice a propesed state-
ment of a case in which what we practi-
cally asked for was recognized. We hope
to have this case before the supreme court
in May.

Receipts Slightly Less Than Estimated-

The total estimated receipts of last year
were $809,398, while the actual receipts
were $801,410. Apart from this fishery
claim which was not paid and the suc-
cession duties the receipts were in excess
of the estimates, which shows that they
have been carefully framed.

I come now to the expenditures of the
year 1903. The first item is administration
of justice $18,242, the expenditure being
$2,242 in excess of the estimates. I sup-
pose tn regard to that item I will be
criticized by those who say I ought to
attend to mere criminal trials. So far as
the public business of the province is con-
cerned I feel that T am giving it as earnest
and thorough a service as ever thas been
given by any one. If I was a younger man
I could go from circuit to circuit and sup-
plement my income by many thousands of
dollars Lut if I did so I could not properly
attend to my other duties as: attorney-
general. :

Mr. Pugsley Tells About Work of His De.
pariment.

It has been said that Mr. Bhir did at-
tend many criminal trials but since then
the other work of the attorney-general has
vastly increased. For instance, the amount
of business connected with incorporated
companies is double what it was in his
day and is constantly increasing. I know
£ one attorney-general in the United
States who received $12,000 from this
source in fees every year while I do the
whole of the work without any fees. My
so forget that the position I hold
once filled by John James Fraser and
Georgs E. King and that they gave very
little time to the trial of criminal cases
[ do not remember of Mr. Fraser ever try-
ing a criminal case, but he was a man whe
enjoyed the respect and confidence of the
people of this province to a remarkable
extent.

Jofore condemning me my crities ought
to look at the records of such distinguish-
ed men as Fraser and King. They ought
also to be able to show that the public
business has been neglected. They cannot
do it. There has been no miscarriage-of
justice since I was attorney-general. Dur-
ing the past year there were many cases
of unusual importance and the jurors’ fees
were very largely increased. They were
the largest since 1898 and the extraordi-
nary crimihal trials in St. John and York
county were responsible for this increase.

The leader of the opposition is fond of
auoting the example of Nova Scotia, but
if he will take up the public account book
of that province he will find that the erim-
inal prosecutions cost at least double what
they do here.

The item of contingencies shows an in-
crease dver the estimate of nearly $1000.
This account covers the cost of the equip-
ment of the departmental offices and the
legislature. The amount expendcd by the
departments for contingencies amounted to
9,047, while the contingencies of the legis-
lative assembly were $7,809, an increase of
upwards of $1,000 over the previous year.

his knife into his back aleo.

Albro is a friend of the Italian now in
Dorchester serving a life sentence for kili-
ing-a man on the Shore road & year ago.

.He went into Liverpool on Saturday, got

drunk and began to create a disturbance.
The chief of police attempted to arrest
him, but he ran down Main etreet to
Bridge street and hid in a small store.
From this place he was arrested and when
he started to run again the chief grabbed
him. Then the Italian drew his knife,
stabbed the chief in the meck, got clear
and ran.

D. (C. Mulhall and Arthur Mulhall join-
ed in the chase and the chief, although
padly wounded, continued after his man,
who was again surrounded. Thie time the
Italian drew two knives, one of which he
plunged into Arthur Mulhall’s back. -«€
chief then closed on his man and received
a second stab.

Although
yadly bruised and shaken up, strange to
say he sustained no serious injury and
s now able to be around.

Fredericton, April 11—In the legislature
yesterday afternoon Hom. Mr. Pugsley
said:—

There is one matter which has arisen ir
connedtion with the proceedings of thi<
house to which I desire to refer and I dc
so with considerable pain. I am informed
it has been stated by some opponents of
the government in St. Jobhn that I have
been retained by the Bank of New Bruns
wick to promote the legislation connected
with the assessment of the banke in St
John. If these rumors had been confined
to that city I might have ignored them.
but to my surprise it has come to m}
knowledge that the same “statement has
been made by members of the legislature
here. I can imagine no greater offence
against public morals than that a member
of the legislature should receive pay to
promote certain legislation and that h
should go into a committee and vote for
a bill under such circumstances. If I had
done that I would be violating one of the
most saered rules of this house. The state
ment that T have had a retainer from the
Bank of New Brunswick or from any
other person is absolutely false. I am as
free to vote on this bill as any other mem
ber of the house. While I am on my fee:
I desire to say that I think I can say the
same of “every member of the legislature
on both sides of the house. I believe that
we are all desircus of treating every ques-
tion on its merits and in the best inter-
ests of the province.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced bills to
confirm certain regulations in regard t
crown timber lands and to provide for a
bureau of labor.

Mr. McLatchey introduced a bill tc
amend the act incorporating the town of
Dalhousie for water, fire, light and polic
purposes. Mr. Whitehead a bill to pro-
vide further improvements for the wates
supply sy ..m of the city of Fredericton
Also a bill to amend the act relating tc
the police establishment of the city of
Fredericton.

St. John Bank Bili Up,

The house went into ‘committee, Mr.

Mr. Jones—I am opposed to the amend-
ment added to this bill. The Bank of New
Brunswick is provided for on the assess-
ment law of St. John exactly the same
as other corporations doing business there.
The common council did not ask for any
chanfe in the law relating to the assess-
ment of sugh corporations. Legislation is
forcing a change upon St. John which the
citizens do not want. The Bank of New
Brunswick is perfectly able, doing a large
business, to pay a full burden of the city
taxes and I cannot see why it should have
a preference over other corporations.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney—Now that the city
council of St. John and the members from
that constituency are in favor of the bill
1 think it would be discourteous to the
members and also to the committee not
to accept its report.

Mr. McLatchey—It is a matter of great

Wr. Pugsley Not Satisfied With the Vote.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley moved that the re-
port be not received and that it be re-
ferred back to the committee for further
consideration. He claimed first that it
was mot competent for the committee of
the house to pass such a resolution and
second the house had a right to refer the
matiter back to the ecommittee of che
whole and it was proper that this should
be ‘done as a member had been deprived
of his vote and in his place when the nays
were called.

Mr. Hazen—I think the honorable gen-
tleman has taken a position entirely con-
trary to the practice of this house in mak-
ing such a motion. I think it ought te
be voted down by the house.

Mr. Copp—I am sgurprised at the very
extraordinary position taken by the at-
torney-general in this matter. No later
than Friday last my vote was rejected
on the important measure under gimilar
conditions. This matter has been fully
discussed and defeated by the vote of the
members and the decision should be taken.

Mr. Hill-I think the motion of the hon-
orable attdrney-general is entirely in order.
The house may or may not accept the re-
port of the committee of the whole.

The house took recess.

Bill Stands Over Till All Are Present.

The attorney-general and Mr. Hill took
the ground that the house had a perfect
right to receive or reject the report of any
committee. Mr. Pugsley also contended
that in a question of so much importance
to the province it was wrong to deprive
any member of the privilege of voting a8
had been dome in the case of Mr. John-
son.

Mr. Copp expressed a willingness to al-
low the bill to be reconsidered providing
it was done at a time when all the mew-
bers were present. He was positive that
in full house the bill would be deféated.

The discussion, which was quite ani-
mated, lasted until 6 o’clock when the
speaker left the chair.

When the house resumed after recess the
attorney-general suggested that the bank
biil be allowed to stand over for two or
three days to give the speaker a chance to
look up authorities on the point cf order
raised and also to give all the members a
chance to be present.

Representatives of St. John branch
banks who are here lobbying against the
bill are confident that it will not pass the
house. i

MORE CRIMINALS
THAN LAST YEAR.

Figures Show 36 More in the Pen-
itentiaries Than in 1902--One-
eighth Were Youths.

Ottawa, April 11—(Special)—The annual
report of the minister of justice was is-
sued today. There were on June 3, 1903,
the following eriminals in Canadian peni-
tentiaries:—

Kingston, 443; 6t. Vincent De Paul,
335; Dorchester, 237; Manitoba, 140; Brit-
ish Columbia, 95, making 1,250, compared
with 1,214 for the same date in 1902. One-
eighth were mere youths and the report
regrets this.- There were no escapes.
