The chief of artillery is Grand Duke 

(Mcdhiael Nicolaevibch, an uncle of 
emperor -w!ho is tihe oldest an'etober of the 
imperial family. He is also president of 
tihe council -of the empire. He is greatly 
venerated. But his age caused him to 
lose 'his grip on affaire, wïtih result that 
tihe artillery finst sent to the front was 
provided with guns of an old pattern. 
When this condition became known to 
emepror, 'he /transferred control of the 
artillery tio the Grand Duke iSergai Mioh- 
laeTovdtoh, the son of the chief of artil­
lery, who Was appointed inspector of this 
arm.

iSergai as looked upon as a remarkable 
artillerist. He Studied this branch of the 
military profession with greatest zeal. He 
wenlt to the director off the artillery school 
at Tsaïskoe Selo and stated = that 
wished to take tihe course. “Your highness 
will understand that I can make no modi­
fication in tihe rules in your bahailf,” he 
was warned. “I understand that perfect­
ly,” (he responded,. “I want no favors.” 
He attended thie course on the salme foot­
ing as the other officers and he gained 
their respect not because of his rank but 
by the abifilTty he display eld. There are 
dukes in other offices, but they play no 
important part in the affairs of state.

Considering tihe personalities of the 
grand dukes and the offices they hold, it 
is plain that they exercise potent influ­
ence in the administration of tihe empare.

If Michael and tihe infant Czare­
vitch were to die, Vladimir or his son 
Kyril would be the heir -to tihe throne.
