ants at the bar, Louis W. Crawford and
William E. Hunt, alias Howard, had

pleaded guilly to being accessories . after
the fact, and Dr, Percy D. McLeod, form-
erly of ng\s county (N. B.), was the sole
defendant at the bar.

* Dr. McLeod 1s also charged with being

an accessory, the principal in the case,.

according to the indictment, being Mar;
8. Dean, alais Dang, alias Gilfdther, who
has not yet been apprehemnded. Dr. Mec-
Leod is represented by Vahey, Innes &
Mansfield who defended Charles L.
.lncker at his murder trial.

McLeod, being cut on bail, had a
(seat ‘outside the bar inclosure, 'md frear
him sat his wife, who came into court
with him. Before adjournment was taken
for the day, twenty-five witnesses had
been examined. Among these were Craw-
ford, one of 'the defendants, who said

that Dr. McLeod not only suggested dis-i

The day the girl died Crawford said he
called at the house, 68 Winthrop street,
and wailed in the par]or with the drese
suit cases which he had bought at Dr.
MecLeod’s ‘suggestion.' The doctor tock the
suit cases up etains and then returned
with them ‘to the parlor, telling him\the
parts of the body each contained. Into
the valise containing the head, the doctor
plaled one of the packagrs of shot saying
that the octhers were  heavy euo'ug'h to
sink of their own -weight:

urer of the company opened the waults of
the company, removed New York city
stock valued at. $700,000, and put a check
of the Central National Bank of $700,000
in ite- place. :

Mr. Banta said he happened to open
the vaulfs at the order of Mr, Randolph
and -uhat he supposed Mr.- Randolph acted
for the finamce committee. The stock was
kept out for a few days and was then re-
turned and the check withdrawn. The
transaction was not recorded on the bdoks
of the company so far as Mr. Banta knew.
The effect of the operation would be that
