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In conclusion, I would remark that nearly all my turnkeys and guards, 1‘53
myself, have served in Her Majesty’s Regular Forces, and are therefore accustor®
to perfect discipline, to which I alone attribute the strict yet just and satisfactory
managemeet of the Institution.
