Speaking in the House of
Commons, Broadbent cited
Department of Labour figures
which show that “instead of the
gap between _women's and
men’s income narrowing in the
past décade, it has widened.”

The average income of the
2 million women in the labour
force is now 60% of whatis paid
to a man doing the same job he
said, pointing out thatthe gapis
wider now than in the mid
1960s.

The special provision in the
Anti-Inflation Act allowing for
women to catch up to men was
good, he said “but it would
have been more laudible if the
government had followed up
